ARLINGTON, Texas – Cera 
Dailey of Sherwood, Ark., and 
Lance Ragland of Sunnyvale, 
Texas, have been selected as 
the United States Bowling 
Congress Youth Ambassadors 
of the Year by the USBC Youth 
Committee.

The award 
annually 
recognizes 
one male and 
one female 
USBC Youth 
bowler for 
exemplary 
contributions 
in the sport 
of bowling, 
academic accomplishments 
and community involvement. 
Each winner receives a $1,500 
scholarship, and one of the 
winners may be selected to 
serve as a member of the USBC 
Youth Committee for a period 
of three years.

Dailey, 18, graduated from 
Sylvan Hills High School in 
May 2010 and was captain of 
the bowling team her last two 
seasons. She was a member 
of the band and flag team 
and treasurer of the student 

government.
She created the Arkansas 

High School Bowling 
newsletter, which was 
distributed to centers 
throughout the state, to 
connect high school bowlers 
in Arkansas. The newsletter 
included articles pertaining 
to youth bowling issues, high 
scores and tournament results.

Dailey also served as 
secretary of her youth league 
and assisted with several 
fundraisers to 
help pay for 
tournaments 
and add to 
the prize 
funds. She 
also made and 
distributed 
fliers to area 
schools to 
try and bring 
more youth 
bowlers into the league.

Away from bowling, Dailey 
organized a campaign at her 
high school for Interfaith 
Hospitality Network of Little 
Rock, so people could donate 
clothing, coats and money for 
the homeless. She also serves

as a volunteer at the Sherwood 
Animal Clinic, helping to 
walk and bathe the sheltered 
animals.

“To win this award is 
amazing,” Dailey said. “I 
have been bowling since I 
was 4 years old, and to gain 
recognition as a leader in the 
bowling community means so 
much. When I got the phone 
call that I had won the award, 
I was in shock, which later 
turned into an unbelievable 
feeling of happiness. Since 
bowling has always been a 
big part of my life, I am very 
honored to have been chosen 
to be a Youth Ambassador for 
USBC.”

Dailey currently is a 
freshman at the University of 
Arkansas at Little Rock. She is 
on the Chancellor’s Leadership 
Corp and is working to start a 
women’s bowling program.

Ragland, 19, graduated 
from Poteet High School in 
Mesquite, Texas, in 2010 with 
a 3.25 grade-point average and 
was actively involved in the 
school’s theater department as 
a performer and behind the

results and evaluations of 
your experiments. Very subtle 
changes - changes you can feel 
but no one ever seems to notice 
- make big differences in your 
ball reaction and therefore your 
pin reaction.

Train in a house in which 
you are familiar with the 
lane conditions and try the 
following:
¾ Find your strike line. 

Then throw different pieces of 
equipment so you can see the 
variances in how each piece 
behaves. You should know 
what reaction you can expect 
on a given condition from each 
ball you own. Once you have 
found your strike line, stand 
in the same place and target 
the same thing with a differ-
ent ball. Does this ball hook 
sooner or later than another 
one? (Hook is always about 
when, not how much). If you 
were using your Spinarator™ 
ball for your strike line, should 
the lay down point for your 
Vegomatic™ (this ball veggies 
out as it get to the pins) ball 
be three boards inside of your 
Destructomatic™ ball line or 
two boards outside of it?

work best when the heads are 
dry?
¾ Another good exercise 

is to go back and forth with 
your equipment with each shot. 
Going back and forth between 
balls is sometimes difficult 
to do and usually the longer 
you throw the more your 
hand changes. It is therefore 
important to feel confident 
that you can go from ball to 
ball without getting a different 
feel and therefore a different 
release. Thumb slugs give all 
your balls a similar feel - criti-
cal to a clean and consistent 
release. Remember in this 
exercise, you are only trying 
to assure that you can release 
every ball the way you want to 

release it - your thumb doesn't 
hang, the fingers don't feel too 
tight, etc.
¾ With all of your equip-

ment, play with different hand 
positions. What does your ball 
do when you stay behind it a 
little longer than normal? Can 
you throw it with end-over-end 
roll? What happens if you do? 
Can you lower your track? 
Raise it? What does that do to 
your reaction? What happens 
at the pin deck? Can you feel 
your ring finger? Your middle 
finger? Do you get a differ-
ent roll or release when you 
concentrate on these fingers?

There is so much to learn! 
I’ll have more experiments 
and maybe even some training 
games for you next month.

LAS VEGAS, Nev.  
– California attorney Scott 
Norton of Costa Mesa, Calif., 
held court for the first time  as 
a full-time Lumber Liquidators 
PBA Tour competitor in the 
title match of the Chameleon 
Championship  at South Point 
Bowling Center, and he won 
his case.

The Chameleon 
Championship finals – the 
third of five legs in the PBA 
World Series of Bowling - aired  
Sunday on ESPN.

Norton, a 28-year-old 
left-hander who passed his 
California bar exam just 
a year earlier, delivered a  
powerful opening statement in 

his first PBA Tour television 
appearance, starting the title 
match with eight  strikes 
before converting a 4-7 spare 
in the eighth frame in easily 
defeating Sean Rash of Wichita, 
Kan.,  256-181. Rash had won 
three consecutive matches 
to reach the championship 
contest.

“It’s pretty amazing. I’ve 
worked a long time for this,” 
Norton beamed. “It’s an 
unbelievable, crazy feeling.  I 
was unconscious for a lot of 
that match.”

The son of Professional 
Women’s Bowling Association 
and United States Bowling 
Congress Hall of  Famer 
Virginia Norton earned his 
opportunity to bowl as a 
Lumber Liquidators PBA 
Tour exempt player  for the 
2010-11 season by winning 
the 2009 PBA Regional Players 
Invitational. This season might 
be his  rookie year as a full-
time PBA Tour competitor, but 
he came into it fully prepared.

“I got to grow up watching

my mother bowl, and I got to 
see her on TV and wondered 
what that would be  like,” he 
said. “I got to see her inducted 
into both halls of fame, and 
I always kinda dreamed and 
hoped  that I could do that 
someday, too.”

The physical game he 
learned under his mother’s 
wing, and the mental game 
he learned under Team USA  
sports psychologist Dr. Dean 
Hinitz after winning the 2000 
U.S. Amateur Championship, 
helped explain  his composure 
as he threw a near-perfect 
game at Rash. 

“I knew I could come out 
here (on Tour) and compete,” 
he said. “I knew I could make 
shots, but  sometimes that’s not 
enough. It just happened to be 
in the cards today that I was 
able to make shots and  have it 
work out.

“Seriously, I don’t remember 
half of that game. I just 
remember getting up and 

saying the same things to  
myself, over and over. I told 
myself I was going to hit my 
target, execute and that set 
the tone. I was  really able to 
stay within myself. I couldn’t 
see anything to either side. I 
really thought I was going to 
have  a problem with the lights 
and people and the camera on 
the ball return, but when we 
got started, I didn’t  see any 
of that. All I saw was the lane 
and the pins.

“When I got up in the ninth 
frame, I really wasn’t thinking 
about 300,” Norton said. “I 
realized I was going  to win 
and that’s the only thing that 
was going through my mind.

“Now I know I can compete 
against these people,” he 
added. “That show included an 
amazing group of  players who 
are going to wind up in the 
hall of fame. To be able to go 
out there and beat them really  
meant a lot to me. It really
