SEATTLE, WA – Veteran 
bowling writer and PBA Hall 
of Famer John Archibald died  
Monday at the age of 83 in 
suburban St. Louis.

Archibald, who suffered 
a stroke approximately two 
years ago, began a four-decade 
career at the St.  Louis Post-
Dispatch after graduating from 
the University of Missouri in 
1949. During his career he 
was  also a general assignment 
sportswriter, feature writer, 
and a TV critic but was 
probably best known as the  
paper’s bowling columnist.

Archibald travelled the 
country covering the sport’s 

biggest tournaments such 
as the All-Star, World’s  
Invitational, PBA Tournament 
of Champions and USBC 
Masters, among many others.

He was inducted into the 
PBA Hall of Fame in 1989, the 
same year he retired from the 
Post-Dispatch. He  served as 
Bowling Writers Association 
of America President in 1970 
and was also a member of the  
United States Bowling Congress 
Hall of Fame.

After retiring from the Post-
Dispatch he continued to write

a syndicated bowling column 
and during his  career won 
more than 50 bowling writing 
awards including six PBA 
writing competition awards.

Funeral arrangements are 
pending.

At the conclusion of 
match play, the top four will  
advance to the ABC final on 
Saturday, Jan. 22.

While the overall format 
has changed significantly for 
this year to accommodate the 
expanded field and  huge prize 
fund, Couch says he will be up 
to the challenge.

“That might be another 
thing in my favor,” Couch said 
about the format. “When I won 
those three  tournaments each 
format was a bit different and 
they were conducted in three 
different venues.”

While Couch will 
be concentrating on an 
unprecedented fourth 
Tournament of Champions title, 
like any  other bowling fan he’s 
looking forward to seeing the 
end result regardless of how he 
finishes.

“This is what I dreamed 
of as a kid watching the 
PBA Tour with my dad on 
Saturday afternoons,” Couch  
said. “We’ve come full circle 
now and I won my first title 
on ABC so just being in this 
atmosphere again is  going to 
be special.”

Jones has been named a 
Bowlers Journal International 
Top 100 Coach and encourages 
his youth bowlers to compete 
in Sport Bowling leagues.

more athletes to the USBC 
Junior Gold Championships, 
and the league has led to 
the formation of other Sport 
leagues in the area.

LAS VEGAS, NV – Bill 
O’Neill of Southampton, Pa., 
who won his third career 
Lumber Liquidators PBA 
Tour title in the Pepsi Viper 
Championship in the 2010 
PBA World Series of Bowling 
in October, selected the Viper 
lane condition for the 2011 PBA 
World Championship finals .

The first-ever three-day, 
eight-player stepladder finals  
aired on Friday, Saturday and 
Sunday, Jan. 14- 16, on ESPN2 
and ESPN. O’Neill, the top 
qualifier after 60 World Series 
games bowled on five different 
PBA lane conditions, earned 
the right to select which lane 
condition would be used for the 
championship finals and to no 

one’s surprise, he selected the 
lane condition he dominated in 
winning four matches to win 
the Viper title.

The Viper pattern is 
considered a medium to 
high-scoring condition that 
involves oiling the lane to a 
distance of 37 feet, and allows 
for multiple angles of attack 
for those who can successfully 
read the changes in conditions 
as competitors break down the 
original application of oil.

In winning the Pepsi 
Viper Championship, O’Neill 
averaged 242.75 in easily 
defeating PBA Hall of Famer 
Amleto Monacelli, Mike 
DeVaney, Tommy Jones and 
Andres Gomez. In all four

matches, O’Neill rarely missed 
the pocket while all four of his 
opponents struggled.

O’Neill also knew that none 
of the other seven PBA World 
Championship finalists – No. 
8 Jason Belmonte, No. 7 Wes 
Malott, No. 6 Michael Haugen 
Jr., No. 5 Mika Koivuniemi, 
No. 4 Chris Barnes, No. 3 Osku 
Palermaa, Finland, and No. 
2 Sean Rash  - made it to the 
Viper championship round.

“I didn’t want to bowl 
on the Cheetah pattern for a 
major title,” O’Neill said in 
explaining his lane pattern 
choice. “The Cheetah condition 
is too easy. I don’t want to get 
into a shootout. I didn’t want to 
bowl on the Shark because that 
pattern plays to the advantage 
of Sean (Rash) and Osku 
(Palermaa), who have higher 
rev rates than I do.

“I made the show on the 
Scorpion pattern, but I didn’t 
have a good look,” O’Neill 
continued. “And I won my 
first title on the Chameleon 
a year ago in Detroit, but on 
the Viper, I bowled four games 
and had a really good ball 
reaction. I bowled four matches 
on TV and we’ll be bowling on

World Championship finals, so 
I’ll take my chances.”

The PBA World 

Championship finals will be 
the first ever to include eight 
players and air over a span of 
three days.

ARLINGTON, Texas – Bob 
Kammer Jr. of Crown Point, 
Ind., rolled a perfect 900 series 
Saturday night.

He would be 
the first bowler from the state 
of Indiana to record a certified 
900 series. 

“It was unbelievable, and I 
was nervous,” said Kammer, a 
41-year-old right-hander. “It’s 
not something that happens 
every day.”

Competing on lanes one 
and two, Kammer said the rest 
of the league stopped play to 
watch him after the seventh 
frame of his third game.

“I was just thinking, 
please carry,” Kammer said in 
describing his final strike. “I 
was taking deep breaths and 
trying to get the ball clean off 
my hand.”

Kammer works for Ford 
Motor Company and may be a 
local celebrity when he returns 
to work. 

“My phone has been 
blowing up,” Kammer said. “I 
am having my 15 minutes of 
fame and it’s fun.”

Kammer’s 900 series would 
be the 19th USBC-approved 
in history. The first USBC-
approved 900 occurred Feb. 2, 
1997 when Jeremy Sonnenfeld 
rolled three consecutive perfect 
games in Lincoln, Neb. There 
has never been a 900 on Sport 
Bowling lane conditions.
