high school and attended
several bowling center sleep-
over events.

It was at this point where he
realized he needed a bowling
ball with a custom fit instead
of the normal house ball. His
first ball was drilled by Bruce
Gordon and Bea Martinez.

“My first ball that was
custom drilled for me was
an AMF XS,” said Du, who
is an engineer by trade and
has also worked part-time as
a stock investor. “I realized
the big difference in the feel
from bowling with a house
ball. I also noticed how both
Bruce and Bea treated me as a
customer and a bowler and that
has stuck with me.”

It goes without saying that
Du is always looking for a
better way to serve his custom-
ers. He continues to experi-
ment with various chemical
combinations for finger and
thumb slug moldings. He also
has considered the possible use
of clay as a molding tool for
thumbs for the most accurate
and precise feel.

“I'm not doing my job, if I'm
not trying to always improve,”
Du said. “l even have a budget
for research and development.”

Du not only incorporates his
motto in his pro shops, but he
also displays it as a coach. Du
is the voluntary head bowl-
ing coach at Plano East High
School, but was only supposed
to serve as an assistant coach
when he joined the team in
2006. Upon his arrival, Du no-
ticed several bowlers who were
in the program just to “hang
out”. As a result, Du added a
defined structure and the kids
began to improve over time.

After four weeks as an as-
sistant coach, Du took over as
head coach at Christmas break
and went on to coach the boys
team to its first state title and
the first team title of any kind
in Plano East High School his-
tory.

viewpoint, it provided
everything you needed, and
that’s why it has been the best
event in history from the start.
“| appreciated it because
it gave me an opportunity
to meet and get to know the
greatest players in the country,
along with a lot of news media
guys who weren’t necessarily
assigned to bowling,” Pezzano
continued. “The TOC put

bowlers on the same plane
with other athletes. In the early
years, first prize was $25,000
and some of the greatest
players in baseball only made
$40,000.”

“Every writer who covered
the Tournament of Champions
had to look for something
beyond what happened on the
lanes. It could be whether or
not the old veteran would last
until the end, a story about the
new kid on the block, the Mike

Durbins (the first three-time
TOC winner) who were always
underrated, or the so-called
discovery of a Dick Ritger, who
really was one of the greatest
bowlers of all time, but never
got the credit until people saw
him bowl in the Tournament of
Champions.”
