Sometimes money does 
strange things to people. In 
Mika Koivuniemi’s case, money 
did the strangest thing of all: 
It almost made him seem 
vulnerable.

In a news conference after 
winning $250,000 in the 2011 
Tournament of Champions 
at Red Rock Lanes in Las 
Vegas, the 6-foot-4 Finn once 
described as a guy who “zeroes 
in on his prey like a leopard on 
one of those old Wild Kingdom 
television shows” allowed a 
rare glimpse of the man behind 
the leopard’s eyes. 

“It’s a lot of money and it’s 
going to help with the tough 
times I’ve been through lately,” 
Koivuniemi said. “Hopefully I 
invest it right. That’s my goal.”

And just as quickly the 
leopard returned, the one who 
seems as averse to vulner-
ability off the lanes as he is on 
them. Asked if he could speak 
more about those hard times, 
“Major Mika” answered in a 
way so characteristic of the 
man the bowling world has 
come to know that the room 
ignited with laughter. 

“No,” he said. 
And that was that. After all, 

this is Mika Koivuniemi, who 
couldn’t help but chuckle the 
night before at suggestions that 
bowling for $250,000 would 
afflict him with even the 
slightest case of nerves. 

“I’m used to six-figure pay-
days,” he remarked with a wry 
smile as if to say “Guys, I am 
Mika Koivuniemi. Remember?”

Those who have been 
paying attention will remember 
well the $100,000 top prize he 
claimed at the 2001 U.S. Open, 
just months removed from 
becoming the first international 
player ever to win the USBC 
Masters. They will remember 
the $100,000 he won at the 
1997 Super Hoinke Bowling 
Classic in Cincinnati. They will 
remember the 300 game worth 
just as much that he bowled 
at a tournament called, of all 
things, the Santa Claus Open in 
Singapore in 1994. 

Santa must have been 
working overtime on Saturday 
afternoon, furnishing Koivuni-
emi with a gift that couldn’t 
have come at a better time for 
the man whose vow to “invest 
it right” offers a clue to those 
hard times he’s had. Even 
PBA Commissioner and CEO 
Fred Schreyer implored him to 
do the same as he presented 
Koivuniemi with an oversized 
check and smiled with him for 
photos, expressing a hope that 
he would “invest it wisely.”

“Koivuniemi does not like to 
talk about the money he lost, 
but it was substantial,” reports 
one newspaper in his native 
Finland, Helsingin Sanomat.

But whether you’re recover-
ing from investments gone bad 
or just fattening your coffers, 

who doesn’t need a quarter-of-
a-million dollars? And anyway, 
Koivuniemi is hardly a stranger 
to the risks that come with 
great rewards. Maybe some of 
them haven’t panned out as 
well as others, but you don’t 
harbor dreams of becoming 
“the best bowler in the world” 
without taking some chances 
along the way.

When Koivuniemi showed 
up at friend Patrick Healey’s 
house in Niagara Falls years 
ago with nothing more than six 
suitcases and a dream, he did 
not do it because he likes to 
play it safe. He did it because 
he likes to win. 

“We sold everything we 
could to move to the U.S.,” he 
said in 1998. “Everything but 
the six suitcases.”

He came for the money, a 
fact he conceded so casually 
that it seemed like the possibil-
ity of failure never occurred to 
the leopard inside the man. It 
rarely does to those who follow 
their dreams wherever they 
lead. 

“If I wanted to make more 
money, I’d have to come over 
here to make it,” Koivuniemi 
said of the move. “I never 
really made money bowling in 
Finland.”

The first time Koivuniemi 
bowled one of the megabucks 
events in Vegas that Healey 
told him to take a crack at, 
he ended up with little more 
than a $200 dent in his bank 
account to show for it. That 
move to the U.S. culminated 
in an exhausting struggle for 
American citizenship which, 
as Dave McMahon put it in one 
Bowlers Journal story, “felt like 
he was carrying a piano on his 
back up a staircase.” 

And his first foray on tour 
“was discouraging enough to 
send him and wife Leena back 
to Finland to regroup,” wrote 
BJI’s Dennis Bergendorf, who 
characterized his subsequent 
2002-03 season as “a disaster.”

Those are the chances you 
take when you want to be 
great. Koivuniemi took them 
because he already knew he 
was great, because he never 
doubted that it was only a 
matter of time before everyone 
in America knew that as well

as they did back home. And 
when the smoke of endless 
paperwork and poor debuts 
finally cleared, the man had a 
lot more than a lighter wallet 
to show for it. 

He banked $10,000 at the 
same event that previously 
relieved him of that $200. He 
racked up those consecutive 
majors at the Masters and 
U.S. Open in 2000 and 2001, 
defeating a childhood idol in 
Pete Weber at the Masters and 
another familiar face in Patrick 
Healey for the latter title. And 
he shot a televised 300 game 
at the 2003 Cambridge Credit 
Classic which, with bonuses 
from the sponsor and the PBA 
on top of his first-place check, 
netted him a total of $70,000. 

Yes, anyone who has been 
paying attention remembered 
well the Mika Koivuniemi who 
smiled over the $250,000 check 
Fred Schreyer presented him 
on Saturday. That “Big Finn” 
who zeroes in on his target the 
way a leopard stares down a 
deer may be “used to six-figure 
paydays,” but even he had to 
know this wasn’t just any other 
big-money win. 

This was a quarter-of-a-mil-
lion dollars, enough to put his 
oldest child through college 
next fall. And, who knows, 
maybe a check like that is 
enough even to soften the blow 
of those bad financial turns in 
his past. 

“It means a great deal for 
his confidence, and he’s had 
some hard times here in the 
last couple years financially 
so I think this is going to help 
him out a great deal,” says 
Dave Bernhardt of Turbo 2-N-1 
Grips, one of Koivuniemi’s 
earliest sponsors and a man 
he refers to as a father figure. 
“You know, it doesn’t look like 
it when you see him on TV, but 
I see things in his demeanor 
that others don’t see because I 
know him, and I can tell you 
that he was jumping for joy.”

However he puts that 
$250,000 to use, the globe-
trotting dreamer with the 
steel exterior knew what his 
first priority needed to be on 
Saturday night.

“I’m gonna party tonight for 
sure,” he said after the win.

After shattering the PBA record for lowest score ever on a 
television show with 100, Daugherty quipped, “$500 per pin 
is the biggest payday in PBA history.”

Daugherty entered the television round with the best aver-
age (225) through 72 games. After bowling what he said was 
his best tournament game ever in beating Tom Smallwood 
258-236 in the position round, Daugherty threw his worst 
game.

“You can’t go out there and try to throw a 100 with seven 
splits,” said Daugherty, who earned $50,000 for his third-
place finish. “One game doesn’t take away anything I did this 
week. I threw 72 great games and one bad game. It happens. 
I would rather throw my bad game in the 73rd game than the 
72nd. I made the show.”

In essence, it didn’t matter what Daugherty threw in that 
73rd game. Champion Mika Koivuniemi was in a zone that 
few bowlers ever find during the television show. Koivuniemi 
had a 299, a 10-pin away from a perfect game against Daugh-
erty, and threw 792 for his three games.

“It was over by the fifth frame,” Daugherty said. “What 
are you going to do? Mika was throwing so great it didn’t 
matter what I bowled. I’d rather throw a 100 than a 140.”

There was one nervous moment for Daugherty, the 35-
year-old from Wesley Chapel, Fla. It came in the 10th round 
when his seventh split 4-7, 6-10 pins. He was two pins away 
from 100. After converting the 6-10, Daugherty raised his 
arms above his head and high-fived fans, and then “I got out 
of Mika’s way as fast as I could.”

While he called the entire experience “awesome” and “the 
most fun I ever had,” he cringed when he thought about what 
was ahead.

“I know I’m going to make the top-10 (on ESPN) or get 
on PTI (Pardon the Interruption),” Daugherty said. “Tony 
Konheiser is going to drill me.”

And, after defending champion Tom Smallwood responded 
about $100,000 being a great consolation prize, Daugherty 
interjected, “I’m the better loser. Not even Mika made as 
much per pin as I did.”

— We asked PBA COO Tom 

Clark what was the number 
one thing that had to 
happen for this event to 
be called a success – his 
response was “There has 
to be a buzz in the sports 
world. People have to notice 
that this was something 
really significant.”

— Prior to the final casher’s 
squad, there was a 90 
minute delay, caused by 
the band testing their 
stage electronics; it blew 
the circuit feeding the 
pinsetters; and being all 
computerized, these systems 
are very complicated. It 
wasn’t simply a matter of 
restoring a breaker. One of 
the bowling center manag-
ers said “Maybe we should 
have a bowling tournament 
next year instead of a rock 
concert.”

— Tom Dougherty’s 100 
shattered the PBA televised 
low game record of 129 
shot by Steve Jaros in 1992. 
At the H of F dinner, Mike 
Jakubowski joked, “I don’t 
know who’s happier tonight 
– Mika or Jaros”

— Because of the low entry 
count of 175, the advertised 
million dollar prize fund 
was reduced to $963,700. 
Every PBA official we 
spoke with said they were 
“shocked” that the tourna-

ment did not draw the 280 
entries required to pay out 
the full million.

— Tom Dougherty was tough 
on his fellow PBA regional 
members who chose not to 
support the event. “They 
should have their PBA cards 
cancelled, “he said..

— Kelly Kulick had a tough 
week compared to last 
year. She cashed, but in 
49th place . . .but handled 
it with style and grace. Her 
speech at the H of F dinner 
where she accepted the 
Bowler of the Year and the 
Glenn Allison Hero Award 
from the WBW and Bowlers 
Journal was by far the best 
of the night. Funny; from 
the heart; and five minutes 
– perfect.

— Two other women cashed in 
the event: Diandra Asbaty, 
33rd, and Liz Johnson, 35th.

— In spite of outward appear-
ances, Kulick has to be 
feeling the pain. On 1-19, 
she told USA Today writer 
Bob Velin she thought the 
defunct PWBA would “never 
return.” She also described 
the financial situation of the 
PBA from her perspective 
as a player – “Every year it 
gets worse and worse. I hate 
to say it. We just seem to be 
surviving by a thread.”

— Kulick also expressed her 
dislike of putting so much 
money in one event. “This

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Ginny and Carmen Salvino

 Carmen Salvino was in the 

locker room at Red Rock Lanes 
in Las Vegas , listening to a 
conversation between Walter 
Ray Williams and Johnny 
Petraglia.

They were discussing how 
they had to adjust their spans 
as they got older. Salvino, 77, 
told them, “I have the same 
span as I had 40 years ago.” 
And then he bent down and 
touched his toes.

“We’re talking about us 
humans,” Williams reportedly 
said.

Williams, one of the sport’s 
greatest performers, admires 
Salvino.

“He still loves it,” says 
Williams, who first bowled 
against Salvino when the 
lifelong Midwesterner was in 
his late 40s. “He’s still trying 
to compete. I give him a lot of 
credit. He takes care of him-
self. Perhaps more of us should 
do the same.”

Salvino has always been 
a renaissance man of sorts. 
Long before anyone studied the 
science of bowling, the Scha-
umburg , Ill. , resident who 
owns 17 PBA Tour titles was 
turning the sport into a series 
of equations.

At age 45, he started reading 
his daughter Corinne’s phys-
ics book. At the same age, he 
developed the first of his three 
patents on dynamic balance 
sphere. He still has the physics 
book. Also that same year, 
Salvino won a tour event in 
Anaheim .

“To win a title with a hard 
rubber ball is one of my high-
lights,” the loquacious Salvino 
says, looking back at his nearly 
60-year career. “They had 
plastic (balls) at the time.”

His last major title came 
when he won the 1984 Senior 
National Championship, but 
he continues to compete. And 
he’s still doing what he can to 
improve his game. In fact, after 
an early exit from the Tourna-
ment of Champions in January 
he was tinkering with his left 
shoe so he would have a better 
feel for the lanes in the upcom-
ing Masters tournament.  

“If someone told me I could 
win the Masters by crawling 
from here (Red Rock Hotel and 
Casino) to the (old location of 
the) Showboat, I would say, 
‘Excuse me. I’ll see you in 
a couple of weeks’ and start 
crawling,” says Salvino, one of 
the eight original inductees in 
the PBA Hall of Fame. “I never 
bowled a tournament to come 
in second and I am not about 
to start now.”

Salvino may not be a threat 
to win a tournament, but 
don’t tell him. He will simply 
block the negative thought and 

prepare as if he can turn back 
the clock. Look at him and it is 
not a stretch.

The fact that he is still 
competing in about six tourna-
ments annually while the rest 
of his contemporaries are either 
retired or deceased speaks 
volumes about his physical and 
mental condition.

Standing 6-foot-2, Salvino 
insists his weight has remained 
constant at approximately 195 
pounds throughout his career. 
He neither smokes nor drinks. 
He still works out regularly 
and can do push-ups with the 
top of his hands flat on the 
floor.

“Feel this,” Salvino says, 
beckoning a reporter to feel his 
toned biceps. “My weight has 
been between 190 and 200 for 
55 years. I weigh myself twice 
a day. I am disciplined with the 
food I eat and with exercise.”

He is also a student of the 
game, changing techniques to 
try and get any edge possible. 
If it means a new grip or a 
different balance in one shoe or 
a change in the way he throws 
the ball, he is willing to try it. 

“The challenge remains,” 
Salvino says. “The game has 
changed a lot. We had to be 
more artistic. Now it is more 
scientific.

“I only had one rubber ball 
that I used for many years. 
The sport was a lot simpler in 
that respect. Now it is more 
complex. I don’t think some 
of the young guys get enough 
credit for how scientific they 
are. There are so many more 
variables today.”

Despite his age and that 
he grew up during a different 
era, Salvino is not set in his 
thinking or when it comes to 
change for the sake of improve-
ment. And he says he wasn’t at 
all surprised when Kelly Kulick 
was able to beat the men and 
win the 2010 Tournament of 
Champions.

“I predicted that years 
ago,” Salvino says of a woman 
competing equally with men. 
“They’re getting more 
physically in shape and getting 
stronger. A woman learns 
how to bowl correctly while 
(some) men simply use their 
muscle. They have better styles 
than the men. You bowl with 
rhythm and develop energy 
through rhythm.

“Today’s bowlers are not 
just throwers. They are scien-
tists. They study pin deflection. 
They look at how the ball goes 
through the pins. They watch 
the pins fall. They may make a 
change even after throwing a 
strike. Here, I am changing my 
walk two weeks before my next 
tournament.”

The affable Salvino is not 
as educated as a Walter Ray 
Williams, but he learned early 
“you do not need to have a 
big ego to be a great athlete. I 
listen to what others have to 
say. I talk with those that make 
the cut and watch them to see 
what they are doing.”

When will it finally end for 
Salvino? He’s prepared for that 
question, invoking his wife 
of 54 years, Ginny, who is a 
member of the Chicagoland 
USBC Association Hall of Fame.

Salvino: “We Were Artists; 
These Guys are Scientists

“I figure I’m going to live 
to 95,” Salvino says. “I’ll be 
in a tournament and throw 11 
strikes in a row and ask for a 
standing ovation. I’ll turn to 
my wife and tell her to line me 
up for the 12th. I’ll make the 
throw for the 12th one and die 
on the approach.”

Strike 12 and he’s out! Now 
that would be perfect.

Bob Strickland has been one 
of the best bowling coaches, 
writers, and ball drillers in the 
world for decades; but in recent 
years, some may have forgotten 
he is also a top bowler.

On December 2, the 65-
year-old author of the 1980’s 
breakthrough book Perceptive 
Bowling, and the Bowling: 
Steps to Success series, rolled a 
300-730 in the Thursday Night 
Scratch League at Evergreen 
Lanes in Everett, Washington. 
It was only the second 300 in 
this 20-lane center this season.

What makes the perfect 
game even more impressive is 
the fact that before this season, 
back injuries and other medical 
problems kept Strickland off 
the hardwood for 12 years. 
Adding to the drama, this 
was Strickland’s first ever 300 
game rolled in USBC certified 
competition. He had rolled 
several in unsanctioned play 
and coaching exhibitions over 
the years, but never in official 
league or tournament play.

A top bowler averaging over 
200 since the early 1960’s, 
Strickland is a member of the 
Dallas Bowling Hall of Fame 
for superior performance. He 
and his wife Sue moved from 
Dallas to Everett in 2002 to 
operate Robert H. Strickland 
Associates, a business consult-
ing firm. 

The Stricklands traveled 
across the globe in the late 
80’s and early 90’s conducting 
Perceptive Bowling Clinics in 
more than a dozen countries. 
Bob has also contributed col-
umns and instructional pieces 
to Stars & Strikes, International 
Bowlers Journal, and many 
other publications.

Over the years, he has con-
tinued coaching and occasional 
writing; and when he decided 
to get back into bowling him-
self, Storm Bowling Products 
made 2Fast and Prodigy balls 
available. He used the Storm 
2Fast for the 300 game. 

“I was focused on our team 
effort, and all of the sudden, 
I had a nine-bagger,” said 
Strickland. His first ball in the 
10th was a little shaky, but 
he buried the final two shots 
in the pocket for the perfecto. 
Evergreen Lanes honored him 
by putting his name over the 
masking units the next day. 

“After laying off for 12 
years, this was an unexpected 

breakthrough for me. If it 
keeps going well, maybe I’ll 
get back into some PBA 
regional competition,” he said. 
Strickland was a top bowler in 
the PBA Southwest Region for 
many years before moving to 
the Northwest.

Strickland will continue 
to sing the praises of Storm 
bowling balls and bowling 
fundamentals as he coaches 
and writes about bowling. 
He is planning an update to 
his Perceptive Bowling book, 
and he has released a series 
of mental bowling tips on a 
website he developed with Dr. 
Will Powers called Bowling 
Tough. It can be accessed at 
www.bowlingtough.com.

“It just so 
happened it really worked out 
well for everybody.”

Earlier this season, Ruth 
Adams set the new house 
record for ladies with a 777 
series, along with other notable 
sets of 759 by Karen Caldwell 
and a 728 from Cindy Shipp, so 
clearly the change in condi-
tions is working out well.  

The owners themselves have 
joined in on the scoring as 
well.  Last season, Culpepper 
bowled his first 300, and then 
followed that up with his first 
800 this year. He has since 
added a second of each accom-

plishment.  His average in the 
seven years since beginning 
work there has made a more 
than 50 pin jump from 178 
to over 230 now, so the high 
scores appear to be no surprise, 
and a testament to the success 
of the center.

Riley has had his fair share 
of scores as well, posting 
multiple averages in the upper 
220’s over the last few seasons, 
and series’ of 821, 856, 815 
and 844 earlier this season, 
but for both owners, their own 
personal scores are not any-
where near their main concern, 
it’s all about keeping their loyal 
bowlers happy and wanting to 
come back.

“To an extent, I don’t really 
care what I shoot,” said Riley. 
“I really concern myself with 
our long time loyal bowlers 
having a good time and enjoy-
ing success.”

Along with changes to 
the lane conditions, they 

have made quite a few other 
improvements to their center 
since taking over.  They 
added state of the art scoring 
in June of last year, as well as 
replacing the carpet and tile 
floors with new laminate wood 
overlay and new carpet in 
certain areas.

“We were trying to make 
it much more appealing to 
the eye when customers walk 
in the door,” Riley said. “It 
was stuck in the 90s and we 
wanted to give it some modern 
facelifts.”

In a small town where 
people very much enjoy the 
outdoors and all the activities 
that go along with that, getting 
people to want to come indoors 
and bowl is a challenge.

“We are constantly trying 
to do new things to get people 
in our doors and hopefully 
translate them into new bowl-
ers,” he added.

1960’s. He also created the 
KBC tournament, which ran 
throughout 16 different states. 
Norm passed away in 2008, but 
he never missed a High Roller.

The first High Roller tourna-
ment took place in August of 
1982. The tournament houses 
four divisions: Age 60 and older, 
Age 46 to 59, Age 45 and Under 
and 215 Average and Under. 
With the many opportunities to 
cash including a $1,000 bonus 
for leading a squad, the $10,000 
“A Game” and a guaranteed 
$10,000 to each division winner, 
it is no surprise the High Roller 
has remained a favorite since its 
inception.

“There are always going 
to be a crowd of high average 
scratch bowlers,” said Brad 
Edelman, who coaches tennis 
at Faith Lutheran High School 
in Las Vegas. “We try to put out 
the best product we can. We 
are constantly continuing to 
build upon the tournament and 
look for ways to improve it.”

The High Roller displays 
some of the best amateur bowl-
ers in the world. Many of the 
greatest PBA stars have com-
peted in High Roller events, 
while Jason Belmonte, Rhino 
Page, Bill O’Neill Kent Wagner 
and David Ozio have won both 
the High Roller and a PBA Tour 
title. All four competitors on 
the recently concluded PBA 
Tournament of Champions 
televised broadcast were former 
High Roller competitors includ-
ing the $250,000 winner, Mika 
Koivuniemi. 

“Mika did very well at 
the High Roller, but he never 
won one,” Brad Edelman said. 
“Mika does hold the High 
Roller record for the most 
consecutive match-play wins 
with 21. I also remember Chris 
Barnes had very good success 
at the High Roller, but he also 
fell short of winning. Tom 
Smallwood has two second 
place finishes to his credit at 
the High Roller.”

Brad is just not involved 
with the High Roller. This past 
summer, Brad recently took 
over the TAT (True Amateur 
Tournaments) from long-time 
owner, Ed McWilliams. The 
TAT, which is held at The 
Orleans, offers four scratch 
divisions and a new handicap 
division for bowlers with an 
average of 189 and under. The 
TAT runs from February 6-13, 
2011 and offers bowlers an op-
portunity to win $1,000 upon 
qualifying for the finals, three 
separate Chance events each 
worth $5,000 and the grand 
prize of $10,000 to the winner 
of the TAT finals.

“The TAT and Ed McWil-
liams were proud sponsors of 
the High Roller,” Brad Edelman 
said. “Ed’s health was not 
doing very good and he was 
looking to get out of the busi-

ness. I have known Ed for quite 
some time, and I look forward 
to continuing to run the TAT.”

Along with the High Roller 
and the TAT, Brad also is in 
charge of the Military Bowling 
Championships. This event was 
originally held at Castaways 
until it closed. In 2005, Brad 
and his staff were retained as 
the management team and the 
tournament would eventually 
be held at The Orleans and the 
Gold Coast. The tournament 
has sold out three out of the 
last four years. The 2011 edi-

tion concluded in January. 
“I am very proud and 

honored to be a part of this 
tournament,” Brad Edelman 
said. “My father was also with 
us for during the tournament 
for three years. That was 
special for him because he was 
a retired Navy man.”

Even though Brad has taken 
on extra responsibilities, this is 
what he does.

“It’s my business and my live-
lihood,” Brad Edelman said. “It’s 
a lot of work and a lot of hours, 
but it’s what we do. I love it.”

 When Walter Ray Williams 

turned 35 years old, he figured 
that when he reached 40 he 
would retire as a professional 
bowler.

After earning his seventh 
PBA Player of the Year Award 
in 2010, retirement is on the 
backburner. While Williams 
remains supremely confident 
in his ability, even he admits to 
surprise about last year.

“It was unbelievable,” 
Williams, 51, said. “I was 
not expecting that to happen. 
Fortunately, no one had an 
exceptional year. There were 
others who had good years.”
But nobody had a better 
all-around year than Williams, 
the 6-foot-2 Floridian. The PBA 
and USBC Hall of Famer cashed 
in all 19 events he entered. 
He won twice and made five 
television finals.

“I was amazed I was able to 
get (the seventh player of the 
year award),” Williams said. 
“It’s definitely special because 
of my age. It probably won’t 
happen again. There are a lot 
of young, talented players out 
there.”

Age doesn’t seem to mean 

much to Williams. Of his 
record 47 PBA titles and eight 
majors, 17 and six have come 
since he turned 40. He entered 
2011 having won at least one 
title in 17 consecutive years. 
The only missing hardware 
in his large trophy case is the 
Tournament of Champions 
bowl.

Williams was well aware of 
that before the recent Tourna-
ment of Champions at Red 
Rock lanes in Las Vegas . He 
listed it as a major goal. And 
yet, if he doesn’t win a T of C 
title he will not look back at a 
career with a void.

“It means a lot; there’s a lot 
of money at stake,” Williams 
noted after qualifying for 
match play in the T of C. “It’s 
going to make someone’s year. 
I’d like to win it.

“I have had a great career. 
If I get it some day, that will be 
awesome. If it does not happen, 
I am not going to mope.”

It didn’t happen in January. 
Mika Koivuniemi walked away 
with the biggest prize in bowl-
ing history when he earned 
$250,000 for winning the title. 
Still, Williams showed his 
mettle under pressure during 

last year and won his first 
tournament, the Miller High 
Life Senior Classic. 

One month later, he had 
the opportunity to become 
the second bowler to win the 
USBC Masters and USBC Senior 
Masters in a career, and first 
to do it in the same season. 
He made the three-game final 
before falling to fellow PBA 
Hall of Famer Wayne Webb.

The six-time former Men’s 
World Horseshoe Pitching 
champion is still among the 
top bowlers in the world and 
remains one of the sport’s most 
popular personalities. The 
“Male Bowler of the Decade” 
for the first 10 years of the 
21st century, Williams was 
recognized as the No. 2 bowler 
all-time behind Earl Anthony 
in the “50 greatest players of 
the last 50 years.”

Still, Williams has no plans 
to continue when he feels he 
is no longer competitive. So 
he will tinker and work and 
practice as he looks to regain 
his form from the 2009-10 
season.

“I’m still enjoying myself,” 
Williams said. “Basically, I 
take things two years at a time 
and review to see how I am 
doing. If I am competitive, I 
will keep bowling.”

T of C Crown Eludes Walter Ray Again; but He Will Carry On
the casher round.

Sitting squarely on the 
bubble, Williams tossed a 254 
to jump into 19th place and 
qualify for match play.“That’s 
not the position you want 
to be in,” said Williams, the 
only PBA player to exceed $4 
million in career earnings. 
“Everyone out here likes the 
pressure. I don’t mind it. But I 
would rather bowl better and 
not put myself in that position. 
I knew I needed to bowl a good 
last game.”

That Williams ever made 
match play was a bit of a 
surprise. The Ocala , Fla. 
, right-hander has battled 
arthritis in his fingertips and 
hadn’t bowled well in the 
World Series. 

“The grip hurt so I short-
ened it,” Williams said. “I 
wasn’t sure how it would work. 
I wasn’t 100 percent sure of 
myself because I didn’t bowl 
well at the World Series.”

The grip adjustment worked 
well enough to get him into 
match play and the final 24, a 
week after he finished 72nd at 
the World Series. But Williams 
came up short in match play.

It isn’t the start he envi-

sioned to the year. He was 
looking to turn it around at 
the upcoming One a Day Earl 
Anthony Memorial Classic and 
Bayer USBC Masters.

“I’ve always said that if I am 
not competitive, I don’t want to 
be out here bowling,” Williams 
said. “I have a lot of respect for 
the sport. I am amazed that I 
am still semi-competitive.”

He is obviously more than 
“semi-competitive.” Fellow Hall 
of Famer Carmen Salvino mar-
vels at the bowlers who have 
been around a while and have 
been able to make adjustments 
to remain competitive.

“I am so impressed with 
a bowler like Walter Ray,” 
Salvino said. “Guys like him, 
(Mike) Scroggins and (Johnny) 
Petraglia have been around 
through a multitude of changes 
(in the sport) and they have 
been able to remain competi-
tive. When I was winning, you 
had to beat 15 guys. Now these 
guys have to beat 100 because 
there is so much more talent 
out there.”

And Williams is one in 
the 50-plus crowd that is still 
putting up good numbers. He 
made his PBA Seniors debut 
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
