ARLINGTON — The biggest 
youth bowling tournaments 
in the nation, the USBC Junior 
Gold Championships and the 
USBC Youth Open, will return 
to Indianapolis in 2012.

Woodland Bowl, Western 
Bowl and Expo Bowl will be 
the host centers for Junior Gold 
with the semifinals and finals 
to be contested at Woodland 
Bowl. Expo Bowl will be the 
site of the Youth Open.

The three centers played 
host to the events in 2009 and 
2010.

“Indianapolis has been a 
popular destination for our 
youth bowlers,” International 
Bowling Campus Director 
of Youth Development Chad 
Murphy said. “The staff at 
Royal Pin, which operates the 
centers, has done a tremendous 
job with our events and we 
look forward to again working 
with the centers on these 
outstanding events.”

The Junior Gold 
Championships will run July 
14-20, 2012. The Youth Open is 

scheduled for July 13-29, 2012.
 Western Bowl also will 

host the Survivor Tournament, 
a side event open to any USBC 
Youth bowler, in addition to 
Junior Gold qualifying.

The USBC Junior Gold 
Championships features the 
elite youth bowlers in the 
nation competing for national 
titles and spots on Junior Team 
USA. The tournament awarded 
$125,000 in scholarships to 
participants last year.

The USBC Youth Open, 
which awarded more than 
$100,000 in scholarships 
last year, is the national 
championship for youth 
bowlers. The tournament 
is open to all USBC Youth 
members and there is no 
qualifying. It has four average-
based divisions and bowlers 
are placed into a division based 
on skill, not age or gender. 
Each participant bowls nine 
games – three games each 
of singles, doubles and four- 
player team.

Indianapolis will host 
USBC Junior Gold, Youth 
Open in  2012

The Bayer USBC Masters is 
an annual “yardstick event” 
for non-professionals, to find 
out how they compare to PBA 
members. During the 2011 
Masters at the National Bowl-
ing Stadium, the difference 
between PBA players and non-
pros was apparent: 144 PBA 
members as a group averaged 
203.37 for 10 qualifying games 

PBA members out-average non-pros in 
Masters qualifying

while 112 amateurs averaged 
188.83.

Of the PBA members who 
bowled, 47 were Lumber 
Liquidators PBA Tour exempt 
players who averaged 213.009 
for the first 10 games. Of the 
64 players who advanced to the 
double-elimination match play 
finals, 54 were PBA members 
and 10 were non-pros

wanting to bowl. It’s a wonder-
ful idea that the vast majority 
of people will probably agree 
with, but have we actually seen 
the results we wanted…Carolyn 
answered the question before 
I asked it. “In bowling we 
come up with these great 
programs and ideas, roll them 
out, and then see if they can 
fly on their own. There is no 
follow-up, what can we do to 
make it better for you, are you 
happy, these are all questions 
that need answers, and we 
will make that a major area of 
focus.”

The Youth Education 
Services (YES) Fund led by IBC 
Director of Youth Development, 
Chad Murphy is a wonderful 
program in its infancy. They 
will be a partner and hopeful 
benefactor of the increased 
focus on coaches. In the case 
of YES, they are looking for 
volunteer coaches to help with 
the development of bowlers 12 
years old and younger. The in-
creased focus and response that 
Dorin-Ballard hopes to bring 
to all levels of coaching should 
be an enabler to Murphy and 
the YES program. It’s all about 
stimulating those that don’t 
bowl today to try the sport, 
learn the sport, and love the 
sport. After all, what’s a better 
family sport than bowling?

Carolyn won’t be alone in 
her new endeavor; she will 
have a staff of approximately 
five that will be focused on 
several areas. “We have 
programs for women bowlers 
because the physical makeup 
of a woman bowler and teach-
ing a woman and is different 
from men. Also, we are still 
investigating the mechanics 
of the two-handed bowler and 
how it affects the body, to 
name a few,” she said.

“There are tons of great 
coaches out there that we don’t 
even know about, and I’m quite 
sure that they have great ideas 
that no one else has thought of. 
We need to get the feedback, 
collect the data and see what’s 
the best direction to go,” said 
Dorin-Ballard.

You can bet that CDB will 
be out there mixing it up with 
the coaches, the bowlers, and 
with the sport of bowling in 
general. This position demands 
a people-oriented conversation 
initiator, and I don’t know 
many better than Carolyn. 
Bowling needs passionate, mo-
tivated people to lead their key 
positions, and we just found a 
good one. Stay tuned for more 
from your USBC Director of 
Coaching.

I can’t say that I watched 
every PBA event on ABC 
during the glory days of 
bowling because of military 
commitments. Between 1962 
and 1997 during the heyday of 
Chris Schenkel and Bo Burton I 
was in Germany, Vietnam and 
Korea. I now try to catch those 
events on ESPN Classic.

The things I notice most 
about those earlier events were 
the accuracy and consistency 
of the bowlers. It was a time 
when shot making and spare 
shooting were extremely 
important. The occasional wall 
shot was the only shot consid-
ered lucky at the time. There 
was no area shot. You were not 
rewarded for throwing a bad 
shot. A 210 versus 202 was a 
good game.

When Glenn Allison rolled 
his unapproved 900 series 
in 1982 it was considered an 
almost impossible fete. Now 
18 bowlers have recorded that 
series. Many of us only rec-
ognize Allison’s series and so 
should bowling’s integers.

Schenkel and Burton were a 

class act in the booth. Schenkel 
was not only knowledgeable 
about the sport; he truly cared 
for the bowlers. Burton, soft 
spoken, smart, and savvy 
enough to know when to talk 
and when to keep quiet and let 
the moment speak for itself. He 
was so good at his job that he 
was nominated for and Emmy 
four times (1982, 1983, 1985 
and 1987).

The prize money during the 
early days was minimal. Don 
Carter was the leading money 
winner in 1962 having compet-
ed in 32 events, winning less 
that $50,000. It wasn’t until 
1975 that we saw Earl Anthony 
become the first bowler to earn 
over $100,000.

Okay, so I enjoy “the good 
old days,” and look at bowling 
today in an entirely different 
light. For one thing the game 
is much easier today than it 
was back in 1962. Lane condi-
tions dictate a lot of that as 
does the so called high-tech 
bowling balls. Because of those 
“improvements” it made bad 
bowlers good, good bowlers 

excellent, and gave some excel-
lent bowlers huge egos. 

Averages were inflated; honor 
scores went through the roof, 
leagues declined and competitive 
bowling suddenly became a 
recreation in the eyes of most.

The broadcast booth has 
become comedy central rather 
than a tool to educate and 
inform viewers about the 
actual sport of bowling. Yelling 
“Hambone” and “Yahtzee” 
and reciting three or four 
words of the Finnish language 
won’t earn you an Emmy 
nomination.

So what does all this mean? 
Maybe nothing to some of you, 
but to me it has changed my 
mind about the sport. Where 
as I tried to never miss an ABC 
telecast, now they don’t seem 
that important to me.

My league bowling has 
dropped off to subbing maybe 
once or twice a year on a senior 
league where as I used to bowl 
four nights a week and also sub.

Watching someone bowl 300 
once drew everyone in the cen-
ter to that pair of lanes, now 
you are lucky if anyone notices 
except those on the same pair. 
Honor scores are so prolific 
that it completely changed how 
and what the USBC awards.

Obviously I am not the only 

one seeing the decline in our 
sport. Gary Beck, founder of 
the Teen Masters and a staunch 
supporter of youth bowling, 
wrote “It does not take 20/20 
vision to see that the end of 
certified youth bowling is 
within sight. If we continue 
on our current path, certified 
youth bowlers will become 
EXTINCT in the year 2023!”

Will competitive bowling 
end up just a recreation? I don’t 
have that answer, but I do 
know local travel leagues have 
declined; entries in competitive 
tournaments have declined in 
local, state and national events. 
Women professionals no longer 
have their own tour and very 
few opt to compete against the

ARLINGTON — During the 
next few weeks, The Oncenter 
Convention Center in Syracuse, 
N.Y., will be transformed into a 
state-of-the-art 48-lane bowl-
ing facility that will be the 
home of the 2011 United States 
Bowling Congress Women’s 
Championships.

On Monday, Feb. 21, crews 
started bringing in more than 
30 truckloads of materials 
needed to construct the venue, 
which also includes vendor 
and office space, a squad room, 
a locker area and spectator 
seating.

The finished product will be 
the biggest stage in women’s 
bowling, and the 2011 Women’s 
Championships is expected 
to bring more than 30,000 
bowlers to Syracuse during its 
88-day run from April 7-July 3.

The amount of lumber 
required for the venue is 
enough to construct at least 
five three-bedroom homes, and 
more than six miles of wir-
ing is required to handle the 
tournament’s electrical needs.

The first piece of the 
installation process will be 
the tournament’s custom 
scoreboards. The scoreboards 
are comparable to the over-
sized screens often found 
in sports venues and arenas 
across the country, but offer a 
clearer picture thanks to the 
latest technology. They feature 
enhanced graphics with 4.4 
trillion colors and streaming 
video capabilities and make 

up the world’s largest mobile 
scoreboard of its kind.

The setup also includes a 12 
feet by 9 feet, high-definition 
video display screen over the 
tournament’s traditional Center 
Aisle.

Construction on the 48 
championship lanes was 
scheduled to begin Feb. 28.

The 2011 event marks the 
second time the tournament 
will be held in a convention-
center setting. Prior to last 
year’s event in El Paso, Texas, 
the tournament was contested 
in traditional bowling centers 
when not held at the National 
Bowling Stadium in Reno, Nev. 
(every third year since 1997). 
The tournament first was held 
in 1916, and 2011 will be the 
92nd year of competition.

“The move to the conven-
tion-center setting helped boost 
the prestige and excitement 
that surrounds the Women’s 
Championships and really gave 
the event a championship feel,” 
said Brian Lewis, USBC Manag-
ing Director of Tournaments. 
“Participants enjoyed the new 
look in 2010, and we hope 
to make this year even more 
memorable.”

The Women’s Champion-
ships returns to New York 
state for the first time since 
1996. It previously was held 
in Syracuse in 1940 and 1954 
with 1,185 and 4,538 five-player 
teams, respectively.

“On behalf of the Greater 
Syracuse community, we are

thrilled that the event we’ve 
been preparing for, for the past 
five years, is just about here,” 
said Syracuse Convention & 
Visitors Bureau President David 
Holder. “All of our industry 
partners, ranging from our 
hotels and restaurants to our 
attractions and taxicab drivers, 
are anxiously awaiting the ar-
rival of the 30,000 bowlers and 
their friends and family.”

ARLINGTON — After two 
events on the new World 
Bowling Tour presented by 
the World Tenpin Bowling 
Association, Finland’s Mika 
Koivuniemi maintained his 
lead at the top of the men’s 
rankings, while Carolyn Dorin-
Ballard of the United States 
moved into the women’s lead.

Koivuniemi, who won the 
season-opening tournament 
at the Brunswick Ballmaster 
Open, took third place at the 
second event of the season, the 
United States Bowling Congress 
Masters, and has a total of 
85 ranking points. In the 
stepladder finals of the USBC 
Masters, which were aired 
nationally on ESPN, Koivuniemi 
lost in the semifinals to 
American Tom Hess, 254-219.

Sean Rash of the United 
States retained his second 
place position in the rankings 
with 51 points. Rash finished 
second to Koivuniemi at the 

Ballmaster Open and took 20th 
place at the USBC Masters.

Hess, who won the Masters 
with a 230-206 victory over 
fellow American Jack Jurek, 
moved into third place with 50 
points, while Chris Barnes of 
the United States sits in fourth 
place with 45 points.

In the women’s rankings, 
Dorin-Ballard is the only player 
who has competed in both events 
to open the season and has a total 
of 70 ranking points. She finished 
second among the women at the 
Ballmaster Open and then took 
fourth in the women’s field at the 
USBC Masters.

Finland’s Krista Pollanen, who 
earned the top ranking points 
at the Ballmaster Open, is tied 
for second place with American 
Kelly Kulick with 50 points. 
Kulick topped the women’s field 
at the USBC Masters and finished 
29th overall.

Liz Johnson of the United 
States sits in third place with 

40 points after finishing second 
among the women at the USBC 
Masters.

The World Bowling Tour 
is made up of various events 
around the world throughout 
the course of 2011. Players 
earn points based on how 
they finish in the event and 
those points will be tabulated 
throughout the season to 
determine the top three men 
and top three women who will 
be invited to compete in the 
World Bowling Tour Finals 
presented by the Professional 
Bowlers Association.

The next stop on the 
World Bowling Tour is the 
68th Lumber Liquidators 
U.S. Open from Feb. 21-27 in 
North Brunswick, N.J. The 
fourth stop of the season is 
the Brunswick Euro Challenge 
from March 4-13 in Saint 
Maximin, France.

The Tour continues with the 
Kuwait Open from March 18-22 
in Kuwait City, Kuwait. The 
fall swing includes a stop in 
Bangkok, Thailand, from Sept. 
24-30 and wraps up with the 
AMF Australian Masters from 
Oct. 10-22 in Sydney, Australia.
