The Storm Golden Ladies 
Classic tournament will be held 
at the Orleans Hotel-Casino and 
Bowling Center in Las Vegas 
will be held from March 8-10.  
The tournament is open to all 
women over the age of 50.

The Storm Golden Ladies 
Tournament isn’t just an ordi-
nary bowling tournament. This 
year, almost 80 bowlers entered 
the event and, although it is a 
highly competitive event, it is 
a social event. It is more like 
a tea party, and a chance for 
old friends to gather and enjoy 
themselves in friendly competi-
tion. Nevertheless, the Golden 
Ladies tournament goes a long 
way in determining the Senior 
Woman Bowler of the Year. It 
is a USBC sanctioned event.

This Golden Ladies 
tournament is the brainchild 
of golden-haired Jeanette 
Robinson and ably aided by her 
silver-haired hubby, Dick Por-
ter. Of course it is obvious that 
the entire Orleans staff, led by 
Mike Kaufman, is behind the 
tournament to help make the 
women feel at home.

I’ve known Jeanette since 
she lived in Flint, MI. I had the 
distinct pleasure of coaching 
her at the BPAA All-Star tour-
nament back in the 70’s. Jea-
nette, surely one of the greatest 
ambassadors of the game, 
inaugurated this tournament 
back at the old Showboat Hotel, 
Casino and Bowling Center in 
Vegas. This occasion mark the 
20th anniversary of this classic 
event. Make no mistake, the 
Golden Ladies Classic is strictly 
a two-person production. While 
Jeanette tends to all the details 
regarding the tournament, Dick 
scampers all over the place 
making sure all the ladies are 
being served water or what-
ever drinks they desire, and, if 
needed, any medical attention.

The Orleans management 
arranged special room rates of 
$40. The entry fee is $150 with 
100 percent of the entry fee 
returned with prize money dis-
tributed on a 1 to 5 basis. The 

winner is guaranteed $2,000.  
All bowlers must wear proper 
attire…no jeans permitted and 
tournament director shall rule 
on all disputes. There will be a 
Super Senior Division for ladies 
over 60 and also a 70 plus 
Shoot Out for non-qualifiers for 
match play who are 70 years 
or older. There is also a second 
chance sweeper for bowlers 
who failed to qualify for match 
play. Eighteen states will be 
represented. Unfortunately, 
due to the current economic 
situation, there will be no 
entries from England…for the 
first time in years.

The almost eighty par-
ticipants in the over-50 ladies 
competition vie in what I 
consider the friendliest com-
petitive bowling tournament I 
have ever witnessed. The ladies 
actually pull for each other, as 
if they were teammates. None-
theless, the competitive juices 
are still there and the talent is 
evident. No less than six Hall 
of Famers will be shoeing up, 
including defending champion 
in the regular division, Jeannie 
Naccarato, plus Pam Buckner, 
Fran Deken, Dana-Miller 
Mackie, Virginia Norton and 
Robin Romeo. Returning to 
defend her Super Senior Crown 
(over 60) is Andi Whitlock. 
And not to be overlooked is 
perhaps the BEST, yet least 
publicized bowler in the game, 
Sandy Postma, a past winner of 
the Golden Ladies tournament, 
a consistent finalist in this 
event, and one whose resume 
includes the WIBC Queens 
championship in 1995.

One of the highlights of the 
tournament is the traditional 
cocktail party Tuesday night 
where prizes are awarded and 
pizza and drinks are served by 
Jeanette and Dick. The Storm 
Golden Ladies Classic is truly 
golden and not only gladdens 
the heart of the Golden Lady 
herself, Jeanette Robinson, it 
certainly enriches the memo-
ries of all participants.

is out of town fairly often. Tina 
has perfect attendance at the 
tournaments, never missing 
one. 

“I’m lucky I have not been 
sick since we took over,” she 
said.

Tate is a good bowler, ac-
cording to his dad, but he has 
never wanted Terry to work 
with him. 

“He calls his dad King

Tate has learned by watch-
ing, and carries a 190 average. 

It takes a special breed of 
bowler to compete in the NABI 
tournaments. 

“This is like league play for 
some of them,” Terry said. 

“It’s like family,” said Tina. 
Terry said they love it and 

that they crowd around the TV 
when bowling is on.       

Tina said they have a corps 
group of about 60 bowlers who 
show up for every tournament. 

The Taylors recently made a 
deal to hold all their events at 
AMF centers and Forum Bowl. 

The Taylors say they have 
no regrets about buying the 
franchise. 

“The only thing I don’t like 
about it is that I have to plan 
so far in advance if I want to 
do something,” said Tina. 

Ed Williams and Frankie 
Garza are NABI’s biggest win-
ners. Each has won 11 times. 
Vee Avery leads the ladies with 
nine. 

The NABI  members run 
from ages 18 to 74. They 
always bowl on sports 
conditions. 

New members are wel-
comed. Prospective members 
are asked to stop by and check 
it out.

PIN POINTS
TO PONDER

The American Bowling 
Congress Hall of Fame was 
founded in 1941, becoming 
the third oldest sports shrine, 
following baseball in 1936 and 
golf in 1940.

Halls of Fame in all sports 
create plenty of interest and 
controversy based on who gets 
in and who doesn’t and almost 
every sport boasts a hall.

It’s a good bet that bowling 
has more Halls of Fame than 
any other sport. No exact count 
exists but there probably are 
800 or more bowling Halls 
at different levels around the 
world. Don’t be too amazed by 
so many. At its peak bowling 
had 3,009 men and 2,910 
womens local bowling as-
sociations. Once the ABC Hall 
was established many of these 
groups liked the concept and 
started local, state and regional 
Halls.

Hall of Fame committees 
number from three people to 

dozens and induction cer-
emonies range from lavish 
dinners to brief presentations 
during meetings or prior to 
tournaments. Those honored 
are remembered proudly with 
plaques or displays in bowling 
centers or at local association 
offices.

After years of planning, 
searching for the proper site 
and fund raising, the Inter-
national Bowling Museum 
and Hall of Fame was opened 
in 1984 in St. Louis. There, 
ABC Hall of Famers were 
represented by bronze busts, 
Women’s International Bowling 
Congress members featured in 
painted portraits and Profes-
sional Bowlers Association Hall 
members depicted in drawings 
by some of the nation’s leading 
artists, including the Record’s 
Charlie McGill.

The Hall and Museum, now 
a part of the bowling campus 
in Arlington, TX, recently 

opened to the public. Visit if 
you ever have the opportunity.

Some sports Halls add more 
than a dozen new members 
each year while others go years 
without adding any. The same 
is true in bowling because 
there are no set rules and 
they vary greatly in how they 
choose new members.

There was one associa-
tion years ago that staged an 
annual picnic. To boost ticket 
sales they gave each ticket 
buyer a vote in the annual Hall 
of Fame election. That kind of 
gimmick is long gone and most 
Halls have solid procedures. 
The USBC has one of the best.

The USBC Hall of Fame 
Board has 18 members, six Hall 
of Famers, six members of the 
media, the Bowling Writers 
Association of America, and 
six USBC officials. Terms are 
staggered, guaranteeing new 
members and some new think-
ing each year.

The board elects the new 
Hall of Famers in the meritori-
ous and veteran categories. 
It also comes up with the 
candidates for the performance 
classification. Those candidates 
are then voted on by a panel 
of more than 100 experts from 
every area of bowling.

The system works well and 
many local groups have copied 
this type of committee.

Bowling competitors start 
very young and retire real 
old. Therefore, there are many 
young bowlers in the PBA Hall 
of Fame. Many in their 30s 
have 20 years of competition 
and few ever really retire.

Threats to win on the pro 
tour any week include dozens 
of young, and old members of 
various national halls.

I also got some help 
from Paul Fleming when I 
was on tour as well, because 
we roomed together. The best 
coaching I have gotten seems 
to have come from my close 
friends.

Other thoughts on your big 
series?  I had the first seven 
strikes the second game, and 
only had four non-strikes for 
the whole night, I didn’t get my 
moneys worth. I was comfort-
able, felt like bowling, the 
lanes were a little tighter that 
night so I was just trying to hit 
it at the bottom of the swing, 
and luckily everything carried.

Johnson, a mechanical 
designer for BCER Engineering 
near Denver, tried not to let his 
big win and the flurry of media 
requests that followed distract 
him from helping Kamikaze 
Keglers on the tournament 
lanes Monday. The right-hander 
posted games of 222, 138 and 
192 for a 552 series and helped 
his team to a 2,566 total. 
Pandorum of Buford, GA, leads 
Regular Team with 3,063.  

Johnson was joined on the 
lanes by Aaron Franks (534), 
Scott Maakestad (509), Clint

Kelly Kulick of Union, NJ, 
won the 45th Professional 
Bowlers Association Tourna-
ment of Champions at Red 
Rock Lanes becoming the first 
woman to win a Lumber Liqui-
dators PBA Tour tournament.

Rick Reilly, writing for ESPN 
the magazine, chastised the 
media for their lack of cover-
age, or interest in this historic 
moment.

Reilly wrote, “Kelly Kulick 
found out early that men hate 
being whipped by women. 
The first time she beat a boy 
bowling, he punched a wall 
and broke a knuckle.

But even she didn’t expect 
the nation’s reaction after she 
became the first woman to win 
a men’s Professional Bowlers 
Association Tour title.

Zero. Nada. Zilch. She has 
to keep checking her phone to 
see if it died.

Hello? America? This is 
the equivalent of “Man Gives 
Birth!” It’s never happened 
in any ball sport in American 
history. Kulick, 32, should 
own Page 1. Somebody should 
throw her a parade. Or at least 
a state dinner. Instead, she’s 
gotten one free hair coloring. 
That’s the highlight.”

I couldn’t agree more with 
my favorite writer. However, 
why is everyone so surprised 
that it happened? Women 

bowlers have been beating up 
on men for years in league, and 
it’s only been a few short years 
since the women were allowed 
to compete on the Professional 
Bowlers Tour.

Personally, I’m sick and 
tired of reading about Danica 
Patrick and Michelle Wie. Both 
were, and still are, over hyped. 
They have great agents who 
push them in our face, but 
the proof of the pudding is in 
winning. Tell me about them 
when that happens.

According to driversdata-
base.com, since 1998, Patrick 
has entered 130 races and won 
one for a winning percentage 
of 0.77 percent. Yet she got as 
much if not more publicity for 
the Daytona 500 as the winner 
did.

Kulick deserved better 
recognition, but I also believe 
there are several professional 
women bowlers capable of 
winning. Liz Johnson, Michelle 
Feldman, Shannon Pluhowsky, 
Tammy Boomershine, and Jodi 
Woessner are such women.

Why didn’t Kulick get more 
coverage? Because bowling, by 
so many, is still the Rodney 
Dangerfield of sports, it gets no 
respect and that’s a shame.
