doesn’t compare to those. It’s 
very humbling to be a part of 
this event, which is run by 
such a great organization.”

During the event’s opening 
ceremony, a proclamation 
celebrating the relationship 
between USBC and the Special 
Olympics was presented by 
USBC Officer of Education and 
Diversity Eric Kearney to Greg 
Epperson, Senior Director of 
Sports for Special Olympics 
North America.

“The proclamation signifies 
the coming together of both 
organizations to support 
the sport of bowling,” said 
Kearney, who also helped 
present medals and ribbons 
to the athletes. “USBC will 
continue to look for specific 
ways to include Special 
Olympics athletes in the 
bowling community.”

Epperson could not agree 
more.

“This is an opportunity 
to partner with the USBC to 
further promote awareness 
and increase participation,” 
Epperson said. “Ultimately, 
we want to continue to 
break barriers and get our 
athletes bowling on a broader 
spectrum.”

The first Special Olympics 
National Unified Tournament 
was held in 1991 in Toledo, 
Ohio, and has preceded the 
USBC Open Championships 
ever since. Special Olympics 
Unified National Tournament 
Director Marty Allen always 
looks forward to the event as a 
chance to re-kindle friendships 

with bowlers from other states.
“I’ve gotten to know many 

bowlers around the country 
and many friendships have 
been created because of this 
event,” Allen said. “Many of 
our bowlers have bowled in 
the event several times, and 
it’s nice to see them and create 
friendships with our first-time 
participants.”

The 2011 Open 
Championships will kick off 
its 122-day run Friday as 
the first of more than 12,600 
five- player teams (63,000+ 
bowlers) make their way to 
The Biggest Little City in the 
World. This year marks the 
tournament’s record 10th trip 
to Reno and seventh visit to 
the National Bowling Stadium. 
The event will run daily from 7 
a.m. to 3 a.m. until July 3.

Special Olympics celebrates 21st year as prelude to Open  Championships
the National Bowling Stadium 
on Wednesday.

The 17-year-old right-hander 
helped kick off the event, 
which highlighted the opening-
week festivities at the United 
States Bowling Congress Open 
Championships for the 21st 
consecutive year.

“I was nervous, but very 
happy that I was chosen,” said 
Taylor, who won a team gold 
medal in Division 4. “The 
National Bowling Stadium is 
just crazy. The scoreboard is 
very different than anything 
else I’ve seen. Plus, the 
hospitality from the staff was 
great.”

Nearly 400 bowlers, 
representing 13 states, took 
their place on bowling’s 
biggest stage and competed in 
team and doubles competition 
in front of hundreds of 
parents, friends, coaches and 
dignitaries.

A total of 98 four-player 
teams graced the lanes at 
the one-of-a-kind Stadium on 
Wednesday and returned for 
doubles Thursday. Each team 
was comprised of two Special 
Olympians and their unified 
partners, which helps carry 
the message of friendship and 
camaraderie from year to year.

Athletes traveled 
from Alabama, Arizona, 
Connecticut, Florida, Indiana, 
Maryland, Nebraska, Nevada, 
North Carolina, Ohio, South 
Carolina, Texas and Utah. 
Bowlers competed in 17 team 
divisions and 32 doubles 
divisions.

David Higgs of 
Jeffersonville, Ind., and fellow 
athlete, Becky Warren, also 
of Jeffersonville, made their 
first trip to Reno, but without 
a full team. They were paired 
with Sue Oliver and Benjamin 
Campen of Glastonbury, Conn., 
who also did not have a full 
roster. They called themselves 
Indiana Combined and went on 
to win the team gold medal in 
Division 14.

“I have been bowling for 
over 40 years, and this is 
the most fun I have ever had 
competing,” Higgs said. “I 
have bowled in the Hoinke and 
other big-money tournaments,

Sung Lee posts 740, 
Susan Lee snags 677

ARLINGTON — Finland’s 
Mika Koivuniemi and Ameri-
can Carolyn Dorin-Ballard 
maintained the lead at the top 
of their respective divisions 
after three events on the new 
World Bowling Tour presented 
by the World Tenpin Bowling 
Association.

Koivuniemi’s fantastic year 
continued at the 68th Lumber 
Liquidators U.S. Open, where 
he finished second to Norm 
Duke of the United States. 
Koivuniemi lost in the title 
match, 225-216.

The Finnish player has 
accumulated 125 ranking 
points based on a victory at the 
Brunswick Ballmaster Open, 
a third-place finish at the 
United States Bowling Congress 
Masters and his most recent 
second- place finish.

Koivuniemi holds a sizable 
lead on Chris Barnes of the Unit-
ed States, who is second with 
68 points, while American Sean 
Rash is third with 65 points. All 
three players have competed in 
the first three events.

On the women’s side, 
Dorin-Ballard finished third 
among the women at the U.S. 
Open and leads the rankings 
with 105 points. She holds a 
slight edge on Kelly Kulick of 
the United States, who won the 
women’s rankings at the U.S. 
Open and at the USBC Masters. 
Kulick finished 66th overall at 
the U.S. Open.

Kulick’s total of 100 points 
put her in second, while Liz 
Johnson of the United States 
is third with 70 points. Krista 
Pollanen of Finland is fourth 
with 50 points after leading the 
women at the Ballmaster Open.

The World Bowling Tour 
is made up of various events 
around the world throughout 

the course of 2011. Players 
earn points based on how 
they finish in the event and 
those points will be tabulated 
throughout the season to de-
termine the top three men and 
top three women who will be 
invited to compete in the World 
Bowling Tour Finals presented 
by the Professional Bowlers 
Association.

The next stop on the World 
Bowling Tour is the Brunswick 
Euro Challenge from March 
4-13 in Saint Maximin, France. 
The Tour continues with the 
Kuwait Open from March 18-22 
in Kuwait City, Kuwait.

He started the sixth and final 
game with a double before a 
stubborn 9-pin stood, ending 
the string of 26 consecutive 
strikes.  He finished with the 
final 9 strikes for a staggering 
879 series, the 4th highest 
sanctioned series by a youth 
bowler in the nation.

“I couldn’t quite compre-
hend what was going on after 
the second 300 game,” Tan 
said. “I really wasn’t thinking 
and was throwing one shot at 
a time.”

“When I finally missed, 
I realized a little bit what I 
potentially could shoot,” he 
added. “I then just went back 
to each shot at a time and 
finished it out, and was baffled 
by the series at the end.”

Tan’s 5-game set of 1393 
after dropping his 235 game, 
an average of more than 278 
per game, won the tournament 
easily, and his 879 destroyed 
his previous high series of 816.  
This marks his second career 
800, and his fourth and fifth 
300 games, but clearly there 
are many more to come from 
this budding star.

The More You Train, the 
Luckier You Get!  Part III
As promised, here are some 

things you can do to improve 
lots of stuff about your game: 
versatility, accuracy, and carry, 
among others.

Baby Split Game
A variation of low ball, this 

game requires that you shoot 
the 2-7 or the 3-10 split with 
a full rack. When you do so, 
you’ll tend to leave some very 
creative designer spare combi-
nations. Once you have thrown 
your first shot you have four 
possibilities. Throw ten frames 
at each.

Possibility #1 – On the first 

shot for each of the ten frames, 
shoot the 2-7 and try to convert 
what you leave. Keep track of 
how many conversions you 
make. This is excellent practice 
for cluster spare conversions or 
unusual combinations of pins. 
For the next ten frames, shoot 
the 3-10 with a full rack and 
keep track of your conversions.

Possibility #2 - Shoot the 2-7 
with a full rack and try to pick 
off only one pin in the mess 
that is standing. Next, shoot 
the 3-10 on a full rack for ten 
frames and try to pick off only 
one more pin.

Possibility #3 - In the next 
ten shots toward the 2-7, do 

whatever you need to do to 
leave the head pin standing 
after two shots. Then shoot the 
3-10 with your first ball and 
leave the headpin standing 
with your second. 

Possibility #4 - For your 
final challenge, figure out the 
most difficult thing pick up af-
ter shooting the 2-7 or the 3-10. 
For instance, when you shoot 
the 3-10 with a full rack, you 
might leave the 1/2/4/9. Pick-
ing off just the 4/9 would be 
difficult. Can you only pick off 
the 1/9? or the 2/4/9? Go for it! 
What if you leave the 1/2/7/9?  
Converting that might be your 
most difficult choice...

Dots and Arrows
The goal is to hit the pocket 

from every dot and from every 
arrow. Actually, when you 
first begin to practice this, it 
is probably more realistic to 
try to hit the pocket from the 
first five arrows and from the 
first six dots. Soon you can 
start working on all the arrows 
and all the dots. Channel caps 
won’t bother you a bit!

You’ll learn a lot about body 
alignment (angling your shoul-
ders, hips, and feet with the 
target path) and speed control. 
If it’s slick in the middle, how 
will you get your ball to finish 
when you’re in deep? If it’s 
dry at the first arrow, can you 
generate enough speed to hold 
pocket? What ball will you use 
and why?

You’ll also learn about 
visualizing your ball path and 
how important it is to actually 
get your ball to follow that 
path. You’ll need to experiment 
with different hand positions 
and speeds to get the ball to 
do what you want. All in all, a 
very good exercise for expand-
ing your skills.

Low Ball
This game has been around 

a long time. Its purpose is to 
get as few pins as possible with 
each delivery. It is a wonderful 
way to improve accuracy and 
learn more about how to make 
spares as well. You must get at 
least one pin with every shot or 
it counts as ten. There are ten 
frames with two deliveries per 
frame. Obviously, on one shot 
you try to pick off the 7 pin 
and with your other, the 10. 
This would be a score of two. 
A perfect score is 20. A good 
score is between 50 and 60.

Let’s say your first shot was 
toward the 10. You’ll often find 
that if you hit the 6/10, the 6 
will hit the 9 and the 9 will 
begin a chain reaction taking 
the 4/7/8, and you are left with 
the 1/2/3/5. Your job now is 
to get as few of these pins as 
possible but you must get at 
least one.

So, now you have to plan. 
What an idea! If you throw a 
pocket shot, you’ll probably get 
the 1/2/3 and leave the 5 but 
then again you might get the 5. 
Getting three or four is not you 
want to do. If you try to clip 
the left side of the 2, you could 
get the 5 as well for a count 
of two to be added to the six 
you’ve already scored. If you 
try to pick the 3 off, you might 

miss the 3 altogether which 
would count as ten to be added 
to the six. You also might get 
the 3 and the 5 or just get the 
3.

You must figure out what 
roll you need to hit what pin. 
But you also must figure out 
where the ball will be deflected 
and where the pin will be 
deflected to determine your 
optimum shot. You must know 
where the ball and pins will be 
going after impact! This type of 
planning will greatly aid you 
in your ability to judge ball 
reaction at the pin deck and to 
understand pin impact points 
and how deflection helps you. 
So, your most challenging shot 
will be to pick the 3 pin off. 
The easy way out is to hit the 
left side of the 2 pin.

Terry Taylor took a few mo-
ments away from running NABI

revolutionized both the way 
modest bowlers throw the ball, 
and the advanced technology 
built into today’s bowling 
equipment that enhances 
hooking power.

In addition to the challenge 
of recovering from his 
stroke, Roth also developed 
complications with his hip that 
hampered his ability to sleep. 

Hard work in therapy has also 
alleviated most of that problem.

“Going to therapy five times 
a week about killed me,” he 
admitted, “but it has helped 
a lot. Right now I’m on a 
break from therapy, which I’m 
enjoying.”

Roth’s recovery has 
progressed to the point where 
now he feels good enough to 
travel longer distances. In fact, 
he recently passed his driver’s 
test.

“Passing the driver’s test 
was a big milestone for me,” 
Roth said. “Being able to 
drive again is just another 
thing that has increased my 
independence.”

Attending the tournament 
named in his honor is also 
an important part of Roth’s 
therapy.

“Mark really needs this,” 
Denise said about attending 
the Plastic Ball Championship. 
“This was Mark’s family for so 
many years and he needs to be 
in this environment—it’s good 
medicine.”

Roth’s legacy is firmly 
established. In addition to his 
34 Tour titles which ranks tied 
for fourth all-time, he is a four-
time PBA Player of the Year 
(1977, 1978, 1979 and 1984). 
He led the Tour in average 
six times, including a then-
record 221.699 in 1979. His 
record of eight titles in 1978 
may never be broken and for 
good measure, he followed his 
record year with another seven 
titles in 1979. He earned more 
than $1.6 million in career 
earnings before moving into 
PBA Senior Tour competition 
where he won two more titles, 
earned Senior Rookie of the 
Year honors in 2001 and Senior 
Player of the Year honors a 
year later.

While Roth has a quite a 
way to go in his rehabilitation, 
because of the progress he has 
made thus far, he’s encouraged 
about one day returning to PBA 
competition.

“I’ve got a long way to 
go and need to get a lot of 
strength back especially in 
my left leg,” Roth said. “But 
I’m determined and with the 
progress I’ve made so far don’t 
count me out.”

Chris Johnson, more com-
monly known as ‘CJ’ in the 
bowling community, has long 
been one of Dallas-Fort Worth’s 
best bowlers. Last month 
however, he accepted a promo-
tion to become the new General 
Manager from Cowtown Bowl-
ing Palace owner Jamie Brooks, 
taking on a different side of the 
bowling industry.

“Jamie has wanted me to be-
come a manager for a few years 
now and I always turned it 
down because of my bowling,” 
said Johnson on the promotion. 
“But it was finally just time 
to accept when he asked me 
again.”

He’s still new to the job, and 
currently is spending much of 
his time awake at the center 
working hard to get things in 
order. He will often spend 10-
12 hours each and every day, 
so for the first month or so, 
bowling is taking a backseat 
for him, but he is definitely not 
stepping down from competing.

When asked about his long 
term goals now that he is 
managing a center, Johnson 
said, “This gets my foot in the 
door, but long-term I will own 
a center, no doubt about that.

were important, because you 
never know what’ll happen. 
But missing the 10 pin is like 
having your ace pitcher on the 
mound and he throws four 
straight balls, and you lose.”

Duke knew exactly how 
Koivuniemi felt on his spare 
attempt because in 2008, when 
Duke won his first U.S. Open 
title to complete the PBA Triple 
Crown and Grand Slam, he had 
to convert the 2-4-5-8 “bucket” 
in the 10th frame to win.

“I couldn’t feel my legs on 
the approach on that shot,” 
Duke said. “That’s what 
happens under pressure. That’s 
why guys miss three-foot putts. 
And it’s fatigue. I’m exhausted. 
If I had to make a 10 pin to 
win, it would be suspect at 
best.

“It’s not like I didn’t deserve 
to win,” Duke added. “I was 
the top qualifier. I did throw 
four strikes in a row, after 
leaving a solid 8 pin in the 
eighth frame. I did what I 
needed to do” 

Koivuniemi, the No. 3 
qualifier for the U.S. Open 
stepladder finals, eliminated 
Ryan Shafer of Horseheads, 
N.Y., 236-222, in Sunday’s first 
match. The key shot in that 
match was a pocket 7-10 split 
by Shafer in the eighth frame, 
following a double that ended 
his hopes for his first major 
title in a record 12 appearances 
in major championship 
television finals.

Koivuniemi, the only player 
in PBA history to reach the 

television finals in all four 
PBA major championships in a 
single year, eliminated Tommy 
Jones of Simpsonville, S.C., in 
the semifinal match, 241-158. 
Jones left splits and failed to 
convert in the fourth, sixth and 
eighth frames.

“Duke is one of the greatest 
players ever. I knew it was 
going to be a tough match,” 
Koivuniemi said. “I took the 
biggest shot of my life in the 
10th frame and left the 10 pin, 
but unfortunately I didn’t make 
my spare. It was my nerves, I 
guess. I was thinking about the 
wrong things. This is the first 
time in my life I’ve lost a title 
like that.”

“I sat there stunned, 
shocked,” Duke said. “I can’t 
remember ever winning a PBA 
title sitting on the bench. I 
knew I had just won the U.S. 
Open, but at that moment, 
my only thought was Mika 
had lost. I was just like a fan 
watching in the living room. 
How could you not feel badly 
for him?

“Mika will be fine, he’ll 
bounce back. He’s going to be 
our Player of the Year,” Duke 
said. “But he’ll never forget 
that one.”

Over the past five years, 
PBA Tour players have a 95.9% 
success rate in converting 
the 10 pin on 710 attempts on 
national television.
