Couch, Bill O’Neill, Tom Small-
wood, Mitch Beasley, Wayne
Garber, Mike Scroggins, Mike
Fagan, Mike Wolfe and Dino
Castillo make up the contracted
players on staff.

The position with Ebonite
is not long term though. Del is
only contracted for the next six
PBA tour stops and the Ladies
Queen’s and Ladies US Open,
coming up in April in Fort
Worth.

He’s off to a very hot start
however. All four of the final-
ists from last weekend’s U.S.
Open were throwing Ebonite
International equipment.

The art to this job is under-
standing what each player is
looking for and the best ways
to help them.

“l helped Jason Couch
with equipment and strategy,
Tommy Jones | drilled a few
balls for, Bill O’Neill with lane
strategy and Mike Scroggins,
well | just handed him the 360
pad when he needed it, he was
throwing the dullest ball | have
ever seen,” Ballard said.

| figure it’s got to be tough
to coach four guys at the same
time trying to win the same
tournament, right? “It’s not that
tough,” he said. “The goal is to
help the guys break down the
lanes so that they play well and
the balls look good at the same
time. | did have some personal
satisfaction with Couch. He has
been coming back from knee
surgery, so to see him bowl
well was very gratifying.”

The job of a PBA Tour Rep
has changed in the last few
years in order to square the
competitive balance for all
pros.

A Tour Rep used to be able
to coach the players during

competition, but now they are
only able to help before and
after the rounds.

“It drives me crazy, not
being able to help the players
as | watch them bowl. | feel I'm
at my best when | can see the
lanes change, watch their body
language and assist the players
in making adjustments right
there on the spot,” Del said.

“From a coach’s standpoint
I don’t like it, but | do consider
myself a bowling purist, so
| believe that the player that
knows the most, and bowls the
best should win.”

As you talk to Del you get
an overwhelming sense of just
how deep his knowledge of
the game is. He sees things
that most people don’t see and
that’s the main reason he was
hired and why he has already
been successful just two weeks
in. If you watched the US Open
championship match you saw
O’Neill shoot 267, which was
a monster score on a tough
condition. Was it great bowling
by O’Neill or another factor
that contributed?

Del described it for me. “Bill
obviously bowled a great game.
He had a reaction no other
player had and he executed al-
most flawlessly. A contributing
factor was that Tommy Jones
can really break lanes down
quickly due to his high rev
rate. He burned up a hook spot
that actually hurt him in the
second match, but ultimately
helped O’Neill in the final.
O’Neill had a nice hook spot to
bounce his ball off of and he
went out there and executed.”

Bottom line is that there is a
lot going on out there, espe-
cially under the TV lights and
it can only help to have a really

knowledgeable guy helping you
out. Del is certainly that guy
and it’s good to see him out
there doing his thing.

It remains to be seen what
the future holds after these
next sux weeks are over.

“I'm very thankful to
Ebonite International for the
opportunity they have given
me, but I’'m in the mode where
I need to be aware of the key
available positions within the
bowling industry,” he said.

Make sure that you tune
into the PBA Tour on Sunday'’s,
chances are you going to be
seeing a lot of Del.

On a side note, Del made an
appearance on ESPN’s Pardon
the Interruption show March
2, via the miracle of some
old footage. Yes, that’s right,
its anniversary time for the
infamous gutter ball, 19 years
and counting.

“Looking back on it now
maybe | throw it down the
middle and | win the tourna-
ment, but then maybe | don’t
win the tournament two weeks
later. | was so driven to win
after that loss to Pete Weber,
that it really propelled me for
weeks,” Del said.

After watching the video of
the gutter ball again after all
these years, | was surprised at
how quickly it made it into the
channel. Del tells me that he
only missed two boards right, |
think it was more than that.

This is an argument where
we will just have to agree to
disagree on.

“Basically I just rushed the
shot. | was over-confident after
getting the two strikes. | didn’t
go through my normal routine,
and | missed right,” Del said.

The rest, sadly to say is still
history, thank you PTI.
