Brittney’s twelve
strikes in a row was her first
ever certified perfect game.
When all ten pins fell on the
last ball, no one was happier
for Brittney than Brother Chris,
who has been helping Brittney
with her game. But now the
pressure was on him. He
stepped up in the tenth frame
thinking not about setting a
record but that he had to strike
out or he would never hear

the end of it from his siblings,
teammates and other league
bowlers. When the last strike
was thrown, Brittney jumped
up and over the ball return to
hug her brother.

The first to think something
special might be happening at
the bowling center that night
was their dad, Mike Hillman.

In the mean time, Brother
Chris, an employee at the
center and a member of the
Professional Bowlers Associa-
tion Western Region, rolled out
a 268 in his first game, on
his way to an impressive 847
series for the night. Chris
helped Brittney to find her pace
and told her to “keep it slow”,
coaching her to a 236 second
game to his 279.

TO PONDER

Idle Bowling Thoughts...
...Itis difficult to realize
how difficult it was to convert
bowling to an all person of all

colors sport. It stated in the
rules of almost all the bowling
organizations that bowling was
for the white race alone and
though bowling was one of the
first sports to break down race
barriers it was still too long.

Dedicated bowling pioneers
worked long and hard to erase
the early injustices and though
the Professional Bowlers
Association was founded just
eight years after the rules were
changed it was from the start a
group that welcomed bowlers
on how well they could knock
pins down and applications for
PBA membership offered no
clues to color or origin.

...No matter how far back
you go the motto of “bring a
friend” still stands as the best
way to increase the number of
competitive bowlers.

...At 6-4 Mika Koivuniemi is
one of the tallest pros in action
these days. All-time tallest? I'd
have to go with PBA hall of
famer Steve Cook who is 6-7 or
higher—and made a bowling
ball look small in his hand.

...Bowlers who scold their
children for carrying useless
things in their school bags
should take a good long look at
the contents of their bowling
bags.
