The format is employed 
in two of the biggest an-
nual tournaments, the USBC 
Masters, which is one of the 
PBA’s four Majors and the 
USBC Intercollegiate Bowling 
Championships. It’s no surprise 
that they are full of maximum 
excitement and drama each 
and every year. Both of these 
tournaments come with a 
qualifying round where the 
scores very much matter. A 
cut to 63 competitors plus the 
defending champion in the 
Masters and determining the 
top 32 seeds for the IBC.  Once 
qualifying is completed and 
double elimination begins, 
scores become much less of a 
factor, and it is about beating 
the opponent across from you 
on the same pair of lanes.

So many of us can fully 
relate to the feeling of mov-
ing to a rough pair during 
a tournament and everyone 
with you on the pair bowls 
a bad game while the rest of 
the field shoots much higher.  
There are few things more 
frustrating that knowing some

bowlers may not have to hit 
that pair while you all grind 
out a bad game.  With double 
elimination, however, the 
scores all around you don’t 
matter any longer, because as 
you are all struggling to knock 
down ten pins, it really only 
matters what your opponent 
across from you is shooting. 
If you beat them, you move 
on just the same, regardless if 
you win with 130 or 300.  If 
you have the unfortunate fate 
of losing that round for your 
first defeat, you move on to the 
losers bracket, start fresh all 
over again, and still have that 
second life.

In the Dallas-Fort Worth 
Metroplex, there are quite a 
few ambitious tournament 
directors trying to find the 
right way to draw entries and 
run a successful tournament, 
and so often, for whatever 
reason, the entries just are not 
there.  Paul Henderson and 
Kevin Allen and their South-
west Premier Bowlers Tour are 
amongst those spending much 
of their precious time trying 
to run a good tournament for 
the scratch bowlers, and they 
would tell you the troubles 
they have.  

But just over a year ago they 
ran their first double elimina-
tion singles at AMF Richardson 
and drew 31 of their maximum 
32 entries.  Then again in July 
at AMF Lewisville, they filled 
their 32 spots a week prior to 
the tournament.  Both events 
had more than their fair share 
of excitement, both having one 
of their final match competitors 
enter the losers bracket in the 
first two rounds, Doug Rice 
at Richardson, and even-
tual winner Cassidy Schaub at 
Lewisville, having to stave off 
elimination numerous times in 
their battle of survival.  

“It’s a great format because 
no matter what the field is 
doing, you just have to beat 
one bowler at a time,” said 
Henderson on why he enjoys 
double elimination.

So in their third time run-
ning a tournament using the 
format, they maxed out their 32 
tournament spots weeks prior 
to the February 20th date at 
Cowtown Bowling Palace. They 
then opened the field up 48, 
quickly filling the additional 16 
spots, all at a higher entry fee 
than most of their tournaments 
further displaying just how 
much the bowlers enjoy the 
format.  Much like previous 
times using the format, the 
tournament was filled with 
drama and great competition,  
with some high scoring battles 
as well as low scoring grinds, 
but not all the highest scoring 
bowlers coming out on top, 
but rather the ones who found 
ways to win.

Double elimination is 
nothing new to bowling or the 
area, with the famed Red River 
Doubles having used this format 
since the 1960s. The Longview 
Doubles, hosted each September 
also uses double elimination.  
The format will continue to be 
a big draw to bowlers because 
everyone knows they still have 
just as much of a chance as 
everyone else, just need to find 
ways to win.

If you are a competitive 
tournament bowler and have 
yet to experience this format, 
you don’t know yet what you’re 
missing.  There are quite a few 
out there, and will always pack 
the house start to finish with 
excitement, no matter if scratch 
or handicap.
