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Kelly Kulick, Bill O’Neill selected
as BWA A Bowlers of the Year

ARLINGTON — Kelly Kulick
of Union, N.J., and Bill O’Neill
of Southampton, Pa., capped
off impressive years by being
named 2010 female and male
Bowlers of the Year by the
Bowling Writers Association of
America.

Kulick was a near-
unanimous selection with 46
of 48 first-place votes from
BWAA members. With each
vote worth five points and
no second- or third-place
votes (two and one point,
respectively), Kulick totaled
230 points. Wendy Macpherson
of Henderson, Nev., received
the other two top votes but
finished third in the voting
with 25 points behind Liz
Johnson of Cheektowaga,

N.Y., with 43. Shannon
Pluhowsky of Kettering, Ohio,
was fourth with 16 points and
Brenda (Edwards) Padilla of
Mansfield, Texas, fifth with 14.

O’Neill led the men’s voting
with 25 of 48 first-place votes
and 152 total points. Chris
Barnes of Double Oak, Texas,
had 11 first-place votes and
100 points while Walter Ray
Williams Jr. of Ocala, Fla.,
had 12 first-place votes and
95 points. Mike Scroggins of
Amarillo, Texas, with four
points and Mike Fagan of
Patchogue, N.Y., with three
were the other finalists.

Kulick had one of the
greatest years of any bowler
in 2010. In January, she
became the first woman to
win a Professional Bowlers
Association national title
in the PBA Tournament of
Champions. In April, she
captured her second United
States Bowling Congress
Queens title. And just two
weeks later, she won the U.S.
Women’s Open.

Those feats alone likely

would have netted Kulick the
top 2010 honor but she wasn’t
finished. Later in the year,
she captured gold medals in
doubles and team, silver in all-
events and bronze in singles
and trios in the Pan American
Confederation Women'’s
Championships. She also won
a PBA regional in Lakewood,
Wash., and the Malaysian
Open.

For the year, she averaged
219.32 and earned $46,440 in
the PBA Women’s Series.

O’Neill nearly matched
Kulick. He captured the Men’s
U.S. Open and the PBA Pepsi
Viper Championship, was
runner-up in the PBA World
Championships and fifth in
the USBC Masters. He also
earned gold medals in the
singles, all-events and team
events in the World Tenpin
Bowling Association World
Championships.

O’Neill averaged 222.32 and
earned $140,565 during PBA
competitions held in 2010.

PIN POINTS

TO PONDER

By CHUCK PEZZANO

Are pro bowlers athletes?

You have heard that ques-
tion before, and you will hear
it again and again.

The PBA Official Yearbook
tells us that within a 42-game
tournament, players will lift
more than five tons, carrying
it for a total of two miles while
projecting the ball more than
700 times at an average speed
of 17 m.p.h. at a target 60 feet
away.

Dictionaries tell us that an
athlete is one who contends for
a prize. The word books also
define an athlete as anyone
trained or fit to contend in
exercises requiring physical
agility, stamina, and often
strength.

The pro bowler fits- Though
strength is helpful and even
necessary at times, the type
needed in pro bowling is not
the brute strength so needed in
the heavy contact sports.

In pro bowling, timing,
coordination, and a delicate
touch at times add up to a high
degree of finesse to go along
with measured force to score
consistently. However, pro
bowling takes rhythm, balance,
and skilled muscular effort.
The muscles must be supple
and toned, always in shape, but
not necessarily rock hard.

A pro bowler must be highly
competitive. He pays to play,
unlike baseball, football, bas-
ketball and other players who
are paid to play. The bowler’s
pay is what he wins, and he
cashes well only with superior
performances.

Dedication is a must for
any successful athlete. A pro
bowler must spend long hours
for many years perfecting,
maintaining and adjusting
his skills. Too many times a
pro bowler is classed with the
average fun bowler.

That’s akin to equating a
touch football game at a picnic
with the Super Bowl and a
company softball game with
the World Series.

A pro bowler rolls more
games in a week than the
average bowler rolls in more
than a year. He probably
spends more time in actual
competition than any other
sports performer, firing away
on the lanes more than seven
hours on some days. The total
time involved, back and forth
between squads, preparation
(checking equipment and
studying lane conditions) can
often add up to a 12 hour day,
not counting any practice or
coaching sessions.

There is no relaxing. In the
qualifying each and every roll
of the ball counts toward the
total score and in the match
play tense situations are com-
mon. There must be the utmost
ability to concentrate under
constant pressure on TV in a
sport where you are always in

a crowd, yet always all alone.

Spectators are only a few
feet away from the competing
players, You sit near other
players, but it is you against
the conditions, pins and often
yourself. There is no coach,
teammate or friend to help
once you are on the approach.
You roll your way out of
trouble or wait until the next
time.

Pro bowling has become
a sophisticated and scientific
sport. You must adjust practi-
cally every game to every lane

and at times within a game.
You must learn about equip-
ment, bowling ball actions and
reactions, lane surfaces, lane
finishes, lane dressings, and
other variables, each worthy of
deep study and homework.

The sport looks simple. It
is—simple to play, difficult to
master, impossible to conquer.
Each higher competitive
plateau presents a new chal-
lenge, and the pro level is the
highest peak.

Is a pro bowler an athlete. If
you rate physical contact and
brute power at the top of your
list, the answer would be no.
But if you add up the skills and
knowledge needed, physical
and mental, necessary for suc-
cess, there is little doubt that a
pro bowler must be, emphati-
cally ranked as an outstanding
athlete.

the International Training and
Research Center to finalize
the rankings. O’Neill led the
field with a total of 7,386, an
average of 230.8, while Patrick
Allen was second with 7,185.
Barnes finished third with
7,160.

“l was feeling really
good and even when | was
struggling a little bit | still
was throwing the ball well,”
O’Neill said. “Going to the
Pan Am Games is going to be
pretty neat. It could be a once
in a lifetime opportunity. It’s
an Olympic setting, and I'm
looking forward to watching
some of the other sports as
well.”

For Barnes, it will be the
second time he has competed
in the Pan American Games.
He represented Team USA in
the 1995 event in Buenos Aires,
Argentina, and relishes the idea
of going back again.

“l really wanted the
opportunity to go back again,”
said Barnes, who won two gold
medals at the 1995 event. “I
think the Pan Am Games are
very reflective to what bowling
would be in the Olympics.

I thought it was one of the
coolest events | have been a
part of in my bowling career.”

The Pan American Games
are an Americas version of the
Olympic Games which includes
the Olympic program sports
and others that are not part
of the Olympics. The United
States Olympic Committee
has specific requirements for
selecting players to compete in
the event.

In each of the three events,
the players were ranked in
order of finish with the highest
finisher in each event earning
11 points, second gets 10
and so on. If a player did not
compete in an event, they get
the same amount of points as
the final finisher.

The Masters and U.S. Open
each made up 20 percent of
the points total, while the
Pan American Games Trials
represented the other 60
percent.

The two representatives in
the women’s division will be
determined based on finishes
at the USBC Queens and U.S.
Women’s Open. The women
will bowl their Pan American
Games Trials the first week of
May.

With the Pan American
Games Trials completed, the
Team USA men will now take
part in specialized training at
the ITRC, which is considered
the home of Team USA,
throughout the rest of the
week.
