The Shockers, 
who will make their 30th 
appearance in the national 
tournament, have won nine 
national titles.

Wichita State at the 
national tournament will be 
McKendree, Wright State and 
Wisconsin-Whitewater.

ALLENTOWN (PA.) 
SECTIONAL 

Webber International made 
a big climb on Sunday, jumping 
from sixth to first. While Web-
ber trailed Rochester Institute 
of Technology by just 149 pins 
entering the day, it was 128 
back after the first 16 games on 
Sunday. But the Webber team 
knocked down 3,555 pins over 
its final 16 games – averaging 
a little more than 222 per game 
– to win the sectional by more 
than 250 pins. William Pater-
son, RIT and Hudson Valley CC 
also advanced. 

In the women’s division, 

2008 ITC women’s cham-
pion Pikeville held off Webber 
International for the sectional 
title. The women’s team for 
Webber has reached the ITC in 
its inaugural season.

Louis Barragan’s story has 
nearly come full circle.

All that’s missing is sharing 
a happily-ever-after ending 
with his grandfather.

The Copperas Cove senior 
could get that.

Barragan led Cove’s boys 
bowling team into the state 
championship last Saturday 
and Sunday in San Antonio. 
Watching will was Barragan’s 
grandfather, Hector Martinez, 
who taught him the game.

Martinez hasn’t watched 
Barragan bowl since his 
randson moved to Texas from 
Los Angeles two years ago.

For the 17-year-old, his 
story started long before this 
weekend’s championships. It 
started before Barragan won 
the Region V singles title two 
weeks ago, and before he 
posted the highest average in 
the nine-year history of the 
CenTex district.

It started when he was 
three.

“He was a natural,” the 
68-year-old Martinez said.

At three?
“I saw it right away,” Marti-

nez said. “Even though he had 
it with two hands, I asked him 
to try and put his fingers inside 
the holes. So the first time he 
did, he released the ball – a 
plastic ball – and it just went.”

Barragan wasn’t bowling 
perfect games at three – his 
first didn’t come until he was 
13.

But Barragan showed 
promise, his grandfather said. 
He liked bowling, but for 
Barragan, early on, it was more 
about fun.

Then at about 12 years old, 
Martinez approached Barragan 
with a proposition.

“I talked to him and 
said, ‘You want to take this 
seriously?’”

Martinez said. “And seri-
ously meant to go all the way 
to see if we could make it as a 
professional.”

Barragan said, “He said it 
was going to take some time, a 
lot of money and some effort. 
I told him I was up for it. I 
enjoyed the game.

“When I’m bowling, it 
takes my mind off of things. It 
relaxes me.”

Barragan provided the time 
commitment and continued 
improving, and Martinez 
provided the teaching and 
equipment – Barragan had 18-
20 balls at one point according 
to Martinez.

At 15, Barragan won his 
first tournament.

“It was amazing,” he said.
But it was short lived. 

Barragan developed tendinitis 
in his right arm soon after 
the tournament and stopped 
bowling. When he moved to 

Cove in 2008 with his mother, 
Barragan still wasn’t bowling.

Being away from the sport 
didn’t help the culture shock 
the then junior experienced as 
the “new kid.”

“Let’s say it was more quiet 
than California,” Barragan 
said. “It was slower paced and I 
didn’t have a lot of friends.”

That changed one day dur-
ing the school announcements 
when Barragan heard of a 
tryout for Cove’s bowling team.

“I was blown away,” said 
Cove bowling coach John 
Fikes. “He knew what he 
was doing. He just created a 
presence and a confidence of, ‘I 
know what I’m doing.’

“He just blew away every-
body else that was around.”

Barragan hit another speed 
bump when grade issues kept 
him out of competition until 
the season finale, but Cove 
advanced to regionals and just 
missed a state-tournament 
berth.

The Dawgs finished second 
this season at the CenTex 
district meet and took third at 
regionals. Barragan, named the 
district’s most valuable player 
earlier this week, posted a 225 
average at the regional meet 
and his 233 district average 
gave him the No. 3 seed at 
state.

“I just want to bowl my 
best,” Barragan said. “It felt 
good (to win district and 
regionals). I mean, it’s been 
a long time since I won any-
thing. I’m just going to relax 
and play my game.”

There is a little added pres-
sure with Martinez watching.

“I told him, ‘I don’t want to 
see you lose. You have to win 
this tournament,’” Martinez 
said. “That would be some-
thing really good. I don’t know 
how to describe it – it would 
be one of the best feelings I’ve 
had.”

many PBA tournaments there 
will be next season, when they 
will be and what they will pay.

• Exactly how many exempt 
players there will be.

So what does this all mean 
for the PBA Tour? I think it 
means that there may only be 
10-15 Professional events next 
season. There will be limited 
opportunities for players to 
earn a living from bowling. 
However, the Tournament of 
Champions event has a huge 
payout and should garner 
some real interest from those 
in and outside of the bowling 
industry.

The owners and leaders of 
the PBA Tour aren’t scared to 
take some chances. I truly be-
lieve they are doing everything 
within their power to sustain 
the sport of bowling.

Like I said before, I’m just 
happy to see that there WILL 
BE a tour this year, and that 
the top professionals have a 
field to play on.

This month, I would like 

to delve into one of the sports 
prevalent average killers, the 
New Ball Syndrome, or NBS for 
short.

What causes NBS? How do 
we avoid it? Has this infection 
been monitored by the World 
Heath Organization? The cause 
is as elusive as a sanctioned 
292 game. 

It is almost impossible to 
avoid this syndrome if you read 
any of the trade publications, 
do any research online, or visit 
your local pro shop. So, first 
things first, do not stop visiting 
your local pro shops, continue 
your online research, and read 
as many publications as you 
can find. Next, start looking for 
and recognizing the symptoms 
and if necessary, ask a team-
mate or coach. Finally, and 
most importantly, keep an open 
mind and have a viable plan.

NBS has touched almost all 
competitive bowlers that strive 
for that edge, that “thing” that 
will elevate them and their 
game to deity status. It starts 
with the desire to improve 
and the belief that the answer 
comes in a box marked Storm, 
900Global, Track, Columbia, 
etc.

After careful research and 
discussions with your local 
pro shop operator, you decide 
to invest in the best ball your 
budget can afford. After it is 
drilled and you have the thumb 
hole tweaked, you head out to 
the nearest open lane and bowl 
three of the easiest 230 games 
you have ever rolled.

After proclaiming the 
pro shop guy is a genius to 
everyone within earshot, you 
pack up the newest jewel head 
home. As you drive home, 
you envision the end of league 
night and mentally shake every 
hand in the center as they 
congratulate you on a great 
night of bowling.

Can you see the symptoms?  
Has the infection taken hold? 
How many of us did or does 
this describe? Read on…

I returned from the Military 
Bowling Championships in Las 
Vegas last month with three 
new balls, one for me and two 
for my 15-year-old high school 
bowling son.

I had some great success 
with the new ball at the 
tournament and was already 
mentally shaking those hands 
on the flight back home.

So, during Wednesday night 
league at University, I pulled 
out my newest toy and was 
impressed with how it rolled 
during practice.

Fast forward to the end and 
as I look at the recap, I see that 
the NBS has contaminated my 
recap score.

I went 250-235-135=620.  
What happened? Why didn’t 
I change balls? Because the 
rational part of my mind was 
infected with NBS.

An example of just how this 
disease spreads was evident 
during one of the latest high 
school matches. As stated 
earlier, I also brought two balls 
for my son. During practice, 
he was seeing an extra five to 
seven boards of break and was 
already planning his vic-
tory dance after the next high 
school match.

During the match, I saw 

The symptoms of and

that the new ball he was 
throwing was not the ball for 
the conditions, and when I 
expressed my concerns, I got 
the “I know what I am doing” 
look, evident of both being 15 
years old and of NBS.

During our discussions after 
the match, I asked him why he 
thought he lost and what he 
learned from this experience.  
His statement was right on the 
money. “I thought I could make 
it work.” He and I agreed that 
NBS had driven his decision 
making process and agreed to 
not let NBS drive us.

But, how do we prevent this 
from happening again? Read 
on…

Understanding that this 
symptom does exist and will 
affect your scores is the first 
step. Next, having a plan and 
sticking to is critical. Before 
you leave the house, be sure 
that you have a ball that you 
can change to when the condi-
tions change. That easy step 
ensures that you give yourself 

options should the need present 
itself.

Next, review what the 
bottom line really is, winning, 
and commit to what will get 
you there.

Finally, you have to put the 
new ball away, regardless of 
how much you don’t want to.  
You will know you are cured 
when you see the recap and it 
tells the story of a winner.

Sometimes it seems that the 
easiest things in this sport are 
the hardest to execute. But the 
bottom line gaining experience 
and adding another tool to the 
tool box.

NBS can be beaten if you 
have a plan and you stick 
to it. BTW, listening to your 
coach can extend your life 
long enough to maybe get your 
driver’s license.
