The Fantastic Plastic Ball

It’s Time To Correct Miscon-
ceptions About The Nature The
Equipment We Roll Down The
Lanes

How often have you
heard bowlers, professionals
and amateurs alike, refer to
their equipment as “plastic”
or “resin”? Better yet, how
many times did you hear the
word “plastic ball” in the
recent ESPN telecast of the
PBA Mark Roth Plastic Ball
Championship.

In point of fact, these are
misrepresented and distorted
words used to describe bowling
balls. The use of the words
to describe bowling balls is
mistakenly applied not only
by uninformed bowlers but
also by ball reps on the PBA
tour, manufacturers sales reps,
pro shop operators who place
orders for these balls, and
WORST of all, by TV analysts
who are supposedly “ in the
know”.

Manufacturers classify
bowling balls as polyester or
urethane. Somewhere,
somehow, outside the manu-
facturing industry, “resin” and
“plastic” surfaced as the proper
lingo.

Interestingly, the usage of
“plastic” is not only misused by
bowlers, but is never corrected
by those who should know
better, including me. The term
“plastic” has been bandied
about by professional bowlers,
pro shop operators, bowling
writers, sales representatives,
and ball reps on the profes-
sional tours. It is improperly
employed by analysts on televi-
sion shows who unabashedly
refer to a bowler shooting at a
10-pin with a plastic ball.

The word plastic, rather
than polyester, has crept into
a number of manufacturers’

vernaculars. This is, perhaps,
due to the continuous and
prolonged use of the word
“plastic” among bowling
participants.

Before proceeding any
further, let’s examine the
origin and source of this
misinformation. Webster’s New
World Dictionary defines resin
as “ a synthetic, usually resin-
ous substance, which, when
subjected to heat and pressure,
can be cast, pressed, extruded,
or molded into various shapes.”
Again, referring to Mr.
Webster, synthetic is defined
as “compounds produced by
chemical reaction in a labora-
tory as opposed to those of
natural origin”.

Furthermore, dictionaries
define the plastic as “any of
various nonmetallic com-
pounds, synthetically pro-
duced, which can be molded or
hardened for commercial use.”

Suffice to say, the term
“plastic” renders ALL bowling
balls as synthetic products.
Consequently, “plastic” not
only covers polyester balls, but
also include urethane. EVERY
ball manufactured and mar-
keted in the past 50 or 60 years
has been formulated from a
synthetic substance, including
many of the so-called rubber
balls dating back to the 40’s
and 50’s. As a matter of fact,
during World War 11, when
the demand for pure rubber
products exceeded the natural
output, rubber balls, as well as
automobile tires, were created
with plastic materials. Hence,
the word “synthetic” is the
most appropriate characteriza-
tion of any and all bowling
balls today. We can say that
while all bowling balls are
synthetic, some are polyester
resin and some are urethane
resin.

During the late 50’s,

Brunswick and Columbia
produced the original synthetic
balls in various colors. They
were familiarly referred to as
“plastic” balls and, although
plastic covered a multitude

of man-made materials, the
synthetic substance used by
Brunswick and Columbia at
that time was, and continues to
be polyester resin.

In the late 70’s, AMF
revolutionized the bowling ball
market with the introduction
of the Angle, a ball produced
from urethane, one of he most
intricate and sophisticated
resins on the market. Urethane,
a rapid curing resin, is an
extremely rigid material, yet
possesses unbelievable traction
on the lanes. The angle domi-
nated the pro tour; that is, until
all other manufactures jumped
on the urethane bandwagon.

In the late 80’s, Steve
Cooper, a former professional
bowler from Southern Califor-
nia, produced the Excalibur, a
urethane ball concocted with
various additives that created
an even greater “tacky” feel
that helped the ball to increase
its grabbing effect on the lanes.
The incredible hooking action
and explosiveness of Cooper’s
missile sent manufacturers
scurrying throughout the coun-
try, seeking advice from chemi-
cal manufacturers for similar
resulting materials. Cooper’s
ball, displaying extraordinary
movement and entry to the
pocket, earned the nickname of
“cheater ball” from professional
bowlers. The combined various
materials in these type balls
have been categorized as “reac-
tive” resins, thus providing
bowlers with more sophisticate
weapons.

As the years went by, ure-
thane balls have been custom-
ized with glass particles and
various other adhesive concoc-
tions. Such foreign substances,
heretofore banned by USBC,
(formerly ABC/WIBC) regula-
tions, have somehow managed
to skirt the rules and infiltrate
the manufacture of urethane
balls. The new ingredients

serve to put more “teeth” into
the balls as they make contact
with the lanes.

At any rate, the terms
“resin” and plastic” balls have
been technically misleading.
Consequently, after so many
years of erroneous expression,
it seems reasonable to set the
record straight by defining a
ball as polyester or urethane.

The proliferation of
sophisticated weapons has
been bewildering, not only for
competent professional bowl-
ers, ball reps, and drillers, but

more importantly, for amateurs
who attempt to emulate PBA
players.

While new materials in
ball surfaces and sophisticated
core placements continue to
aid higher-average players,
beginners and recreational
bowlers can be better served
with less potent equipment.
This is particularly advanta-
geous for female bowlers who
are afforded the opportunity to
choose from a large assortment
of brilliant colors and weights

manufactured from polyester
resins.

Most astute pro shop opera-
tors prefer to cultivate long-
term relationships with their
clientele by recommending
bowling balls best suited for
beginners and less proficient
bowlers. Unfortunately, a few
uncaring drillers attempt to sell
this segment of the bowling
population pricier, unmanage-
able equipment in order to net
a few extra bucks.

Fortunately, the greatest ma-
jority of IBPSIA (International
Bowling Pro Shop Instructors
Association) operators take
great pride in their craft and,
rather than seek higher profits,
they make the customer’s
satisfaction uppermost in the
long run. Consequently, as
suggested in my two books,
Bowling Execution, and BowlI-
ing Execution, Second Edition,
| advise bowlers, serious or
recreational, to seek out pro
shops displaying the IBPSIA
logo. IBPSIA is an organiza-
tion dedicated to its profession
and skillfully trained to meet
bowler’s needs.

Perhaps the only thing
most agree on is the employ-
ment of a polyester bowling
ball (referred to as plastic)
when addressing 10-pins or
7- pins. While | am in accord
with this philosophy, | further
recommend polyester balls
for any and ALL single pin
conversions.

| further encourage deliver-
ing straight shots at all two-pin
spares other than 2-8’s, 3-9’s or
spares that presents “sleepers”.
These are two-pin spares where
one pin is directly behind
another. These spares can be
more easily converted with a
slight hook into the front pin.

Despite the advantages of
modern supercharged balls,
bowlers noted for their high-
revving shots have abandoned
urethane in favor of polyester
balls when lanes dry out and

present uncontrollable condi-
tions. However, this is more the
exception than the rule.

When should less proficient
bowlers consider urethane
equipment? These are two
requisites that bowlers must
abide by:

1. They must be able to
approach the foul line in proper
balance.

2. They must develop a
swing that enables them to
deliver the ball freely with
proper direction.

These are the initial steps
for bowlers to advance their
skills. If they cam master
these two factors, they will
be prepared to progress to the
more sophisticated tools of the
trade.

Additionally, they and all
participants in our great game,
should be able to distinguish
the two most underused words
in bowling vernacular, POLY-
ESTER and URETHANE from
the misused words, plastic and
resin.

center in Osaka that day, which
just so happened to be located
on the sixth, seventh, and
eighth floors of a high-rise in
the downtown area. To recreate
the scene, he was on the sixth
floor talking to the pro shop
guy, “All of the sudden our eyes
got big, and | asked if they felt
this and wondered if they were
seeing the same thing I was,”
said Kloempken. “The transla-
tor with me said this was an
earthquake, but normally they
would be more east and so he
was surprised too.

My immediate thought was,
how freaked out were you?
“Immediately | was thinking,
do we need to get out of here,
but they said we needed to stay
put. It probably only lasted a
minute, but it felt like a whole
lot longer, and since we were
in a 10-story building | was
worried about this thing falling
over, “ he said. The damage
was minimal in Osaka as it
was a good distance from
where the earthquake origi-
nated, but the story continues
as Steve was working his way
from west to east in Japan. The
next day took him to Nagoya,
and the day after to Tokyo
which is only 150 miles from
the Nuclear Power Plant in
Fukushima, which is the city
getting all of the attention. At
one point during his trip he
was only 60 miles from the
plant, where they had mea-
sured the radiation level at 30
times greater than normal. He
was advised to shower often,
but it was still safe. Needless
to say, he left all of his clothes
there, and just got on the
plane.

Kloempken left Tokyo for
the United States on the 16th,
by then had experienced four
more earthquakes that were 6.0
or greater in magnitude. He felt
shaky the entire time. He saw
long lines for food and water,
50 to 100 cars in line at gas
stations, basically long lines for
everything. “We spent a day in
Yokohama, a suburb of Tokyo;
the bowling center has 56 lanes
on three floors and they said
that at the time of the quake
every pin on every lane on all

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three floors had fallen over,
that’s how hard the building
was shaking,” he said.

I asked Steve what his
impression was of how the
Japanese government was
handling the situation, and he
felt they were doing a good job
of educating the general public
on radiation levels. | agreed
with this assessment as he
gave me a five minute tutorial
on how exposure to radiation
works. | doubt he knew much
about the dangers of radiation
levels before March 8th.

As the tragedy was unfold-
ing, communication was a key
issue. Steve was unable to com-
municate with his wife Marsha
for about four hours, and once
he could, it was only by one
method...you guessed it... Face-
book. He was unable to make
a phone call, text, email, or get
on the internet, but he was able
to get a connection to Facebook
on his Blackberry and tell his
wife he was OK.

I was out of town when
Genie told me of Steve’s situa-
tion, she had seen a Facebook
message from Marsha that said
he was waiting on his plane to
leave, so | guess there are some
benefit’s to social media.

Luckily for Steve he was
able to get on his regularly
scheduled flight back home on
the 16th. He mentioned that
they had plenty of open seats
on the way over to Japan, but
no open seats on the way back.

“It was a scary time, those
four earthquakes in the last 36
hours | was there. Were there
going to be more Tsunami’s?
You just didn’t know if it was
going to get worse,” he said.
“I’ve been to Japan a few dozen
times, but never been through
an earthquake before. It sure
did feel good to get back on
solid ground.”

A funny ending to the
story is that | talked to Steve
last Sunday evening as he
was leaving Butte, Montana.
He had just finished bowling
a tournament there, which
he won by the way. Let’s not
forget that he’s still a very good
bowler. It’s a six hour drive
back to Pleasant View, Utah
and his main concern was how
bad the roads can get at this
time of the year. It may by 80
degrees in Dallas, but it’s still
winter out there. To recap, he
survived one of the strongest
earthquakes of all-time, a
tremendous tsunami, radiation,
a 15-hour flight home, won
a couple thousand dollars in
a bowling tournament, and
endured a 6-hour drive home
with Marsha. That’s one hell of
a fortnight.
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Ryan Shafer creating awareness
for diabetes on PBA Tour

From football players to
Olympic athletes to golfers,
there is a noteworthy list of
athletes who have been able
to pursue their passion of
competing in sports despite
having to deal with the
challenges of living with
diabetes.

Included on that list is four-
time Lumber liquidators PBA
Tour champion Ryan Shafer of
Horseheads, N.Y.

Shafer, who has competed
on Tour for 24 seasons, was
diagnosed as a Type | diabetic
(where the pancreas does
not produce insulin) at age
19. He attracted significant
media attention during the
2010-11 season in Tour markets
by creating awareness for a
condition that affects nearly
26 million people in the U.S.
— most of whom are able to
carry on relatively normal
productive lives thanks to
advancements in treatment.

Having had diabetes during
his entire PBA career, as an
athlete Shafer has had to pay
particularly close attention to
his condition. He began by
taking the necessary insulin
shots to ensure his blood
sugar remained at the proper
levels which can sometimes
be a burden to those who
have the disease. But thanks
to technological advances, he
is now able to get his insulin
injections automatically
through an insulin pump made
by the Animas Corporation.

It was a change in PBA’s
tournament schedule several

years ago which persuaded
Shafer to use the pump device.

“The PBA made a change
to its qualifying and single-
elimination match play
schedule in 2004 and it became
difficult for me to take shots
during competition. Before that
change, I didn’t know if | was
going to be able to continue
my career,” Shafer said. “Plus,

I had already gotten into a
routine taking the shots and
was really a little hesitant to
try a new technology. That
schedule change kind of
forced me to see what other
alternatives might be available.
That’s when my doctor
suggested | use a pump.”

The pump Shafer uses now
is about the size of a cell phone
and works like an IV. It can be
placed anywhere on a person’s
body, but like many cell phone
users, Shafer wears his on
his belt. The pump carries a
three-day supply of insulin and
automatically injects the proper
doses of insulin in a constant
flow based on information
Shafer programs into it. He
no longer has to eat during
competition rounds, but still
has to pay close attention to his
diet and how much he bowls
during Tour events, especially
demanding tournaments like
PBA’s majors and the Dick
Weber Playoffs.

“Even though it’s more
convenient than having to take
shots, you still have to monitor
things like your diet and how
much physical activity you're
doing,” Shafer said. “There’s

some trial and error involved,
but after awhile you figure it
out. And what’s also nice about
it is that you can adjust it
depending on your activity in a
given day.”

Originally reluctant, he
now enjoys his role as a
spokesperson for the disease
after it was mentioned on a
PBA Tour ESPN telecast several
seasons ago that he had the
condition. That revelation drew
a lot of response especially
from parents of children who
had the disease.

“People would come up
to me at tournaments and
at pro-ams and share their
experiences with diabetes.
Naturally, you find you have
a lot in common with them,”
Shafer said. “After a while

Part of that program
includes Shafer’s position on
Animas’ Heroes Program where
people from all different walks
of life serve as spokespersons
for the company and the
disease.

Shafer also has had many
discussions with fellow PBA
Tour star Chris Barnes whose
son Troy has diabetes. Barnes,
and his wife Lynda, are both
spokespersons for the Juvenile
Diabetes Research Foundation.

“I've shared a lot of my
experiences and advice with

Here are even more games
within games. The first two
are great for folks practicing
together.

Strike Frenzy

This is a game for several
people practicing together.
You'll need at least four lanes
to make it more competitive.
Let’s say there are six of you
and you have three pair, lanes
1-6. You should decide before
you begin if you are going to
give one lane or zero lane cour-
tesy. Giving zero will certainly
enhance your concentration
skills!

Bowler A throws shots on
lane 1 until he strikes earning
the right to move to lane 2.
Bowler B steps up on lane 1
and begins trying to strike.
Let’s say bowler B strikes on
lane 1 on his first shot. He
moves to lane 2 and begins to
alternate shots with bowler A
while bowler C begins his turn
on lane 1. If B strikes on lane
2 before A does, he moves to
lane 3.

Now let’s say bowler B has
not struck on lane 1 by his
third attempt. He must step
aside and allow bowler C to

enter the rotation and try to
strike on lane 1. Bowlers B & C
alternate shots on lane 1.

If bowler C has not struck
by the third shot, bowler D
enters the rotation on lane 1
and all bowlers alternate shots
until one can strike and move
on. Let’s say that of this group
bowler D strikes first on lane
1. He moves to lane 2 ahead of
B and C who are still battling
it out on lane 1. Now bowler E
can enter the lane 1 rotation.
If bowler A has not yet struck
on lane 2, he and bowler D
alternate until one strikes and
can move on to lane 3.

The object, of course, if to
be the first player to strike on
all lanes. First bowler to strike
on lane 6 wins. Variations of
this game are to complete the
circuit twice or to complete the
circuit with the fewest number
of attempts.

Seven Up

This is a game for more
than one person practicing
together. It’s similar to ‘horse’
but more challenging, par-
ticularly if you are using more
than one pair. Let’s say you're
first and you throw a shot on
lane 9, for instance. If you

strike, the second bowler must
also strike on that lane or it is
one point against them. If the

second bowler strikes, it’s two
points to the third bowler and

so on for each participant.

If, by some miracle, you
don’t strike, make your spare.
Then the second bowler is
up. You continue through the
rotation until everyone has
thrown a strike attempt on
lane 9. When it is your turn
again, move to lane 10. Shoot
all spares. Sweeping spares sets
a bad precedent and you can
always use the practice.

If there were four players,
for example, and all four of
you struck on lane 9, it is four
points to you as you step up
on lane 8. If you don’t strike,
you’ve got four points against
you. If you do strike (much
more likely), it is five points
to whoever follows you in the
rotation. Keep moving to the
right for as many lanes as you
are using and then back to lane
9. When a bowler has seven
points against them, they are
eliminated from the competi-
tion until only one of you is
left — the winner.

Approach Dots

This is a game | learned
through Mark Roth. The goal
is to hit the pocket from every
dot on the approach. That
means stand on the 5th board
and figure out a way to hit
the pocket. Then stand on the
10th board and do the same.
You do this all the way across

the seven dots until you are
standing on the 35th board.
Now, work your back across to
the 5th board.

When playing the extreme
outside line it might be easier
to use your spare ball to keep
the ball on line, especially if
you’re doing this on a house
condition. However, the greater
challenge would obviously be
to do it with your strike ball.

Don’t forget to work your
way back to the 5th dot after
you’ve conquered the pocket
from 35.

PART Il - Don’t move from a
dot until you have struck from
that position.

PART IIl — Hit the pocket
from the 5th board and move
to the 10th board. Hit the
pocket and move to the 15th
board, etc. If you miss the
pocket with any shot you have
to move back to the 5th board
and start over.

You'll learn about body
alignment, speed control,
visualizing your ball path and
how important follow through
is to actually getting your ball
to follow that path. Experiment
with different hand positions
and speeds to get the ball to
do what you want. This is an
excellent exercise for expand-
ing your skills.

them,” Shafer said, “but I'm
in a little bit of a different
situation. | was 19 when | was
first diagnosed which is a little
different than a child having
to deal with it. It’s often not
only difficult for the child but
can also be a challenge for the
parents as well.”

Shafer, the 1987 PBA Rookie
of the Year, didn’t win his
first Tour title until the 2000
Orleans Casino Open in Las
Vegas but his second title came
later in that same season when
he finished that campaign with
a career-high 11 championship
round appearances.

It’s been seven seasons since
his last Tour title, but he has
rebounded late in the 2010-11
