first time PBA Tour champi-
ons. On top of that, eventual
Cheetah Championship winner
Eugene McCune shattered all
kinds of scoring records in
match play, averaging more
than 270 en route to going 9-0.
Surely a record that may never
be broken.

As the season went on, the
PBA seemed to be all about
new endeavors and compelling
story lines. Beginning with the
World Championship, the top
eight competitors after qualify-
ing of the five World Series
events returned to Las Vegas
for three days of live ESPN
coverage. In the end, Chris
Barnes accomplished a career
goal, winning the Triple Crown
in dominating fashion. He
climbed from the 4th seed to
the title on a tough oil pattern,
and throwing himself into the
player of the year race.

The real success of this
2010-11 season will ultimately
be centered on the season’s
second and biggest major, the
$1 million prize fund PBA
Tournament of Champions held
in Las Vegas. Obviously, the
total prize fund along with the
$250,000 first place check was
the big story, but for the first
time, the PBA allowed any PBA
champion to bowl, whether
national champion or regional
champion, plus a few exempt

players who had never won
either. Coming off the heels of
Kelly Kulick’s historic victory
in 2010, this year’s event had
big shoes to fill, and fill them
it did.

The format included 58 gru-
eling games of intense competi-
tion with non-exempt players
bowling 72 games. The finals
included Tom Daugherty, who
was making his first career TV
show, 2009-10 feel good story
Tom Smallwood, ‘Major’ Mika
Koivuniemi, and non titlist
Andres Gomez. The TV show
was where history was made,
in more ways than one.

With a 299-100 victory for
Koivuniemi over Daugherty in
the semi-final match, another
record was set that almost defi-
nitely will not be broken with
the 199 pin margin of victory.
Koivuniemi then went on to
make more history, capturing
the largest single prize ever
in a bowling tournament, and
thus adding his name to the
player of the year race.

This season only continued
to get better from there. Two
more first time champions were
crowned in Ryan Ciminelli and
Tom Hess, the latter being a
major title at the USBC Masters,
and Koivuniemi making it 3 for
3 in major finals appearances.

At the U.S Open the PBA
aired three consecutive days of
live bowling on ESPN for the
second time this season, but for
the first time ever live match
play was aired. This gave fans

a deeper look into the tourna-
ment. In the end, Norm Duke
captured his 7th career major
title, and 2nd U.S. Open crown
at the expense of Koivuniemi
who missed a 10 pin to hand
Duke the title.

A star finally entered the
winner’s circle again after a
four year hiatus at the Mark
Roth Plastic Ball Champion-
ship. Jason Couch defeated
former roommate Parker Bohn,
giving us all a flashback to the
PBA on TV in the late 90s.

And at the season ending
Dick Weber PBA Playoffs, the
PBA put 18 players on display
on ESPN in a series of TV
Shows; with Barnes keeping
himself alive in the player
of the year race, going for
his 13th career title live this
upcoming Sunday on ESPN.

Although the season
involved far less events than in
recent years, the PBA arguably
provided more excitement and
compelling story lines than
any year in recent memory.
Rather than just sit back and
put on fewer tournaments of
the same formats, the PBA did
everything possible and more
with the chances it had. It’s no
secret that the tour has been on
a downswing, but if the powers
that be continue on this course
with extra TV shows to display
more players, large TOC prize
funds and exciting formats, the
PBA may very well soon be on
a quick upswing.

2012 TOC AS NEW PBA

After the first full
weekend of Professional
Bowlers Association regional
competition for the new
2011-12 season officially got
underway on April 1, three
first-time champions qualified
to make their debuts in the
2012 PBA Tournament of
Champions.

sible source of current income,
but the life blood of the sport
pumping new life forever and
ever.

Every organization in
bowling must fully recognize
the fact of bowling life that
bowling’s plus with youth is
that everyone gets to play, not
in a forced way, but in a full
participant and competitive
status.

Junior bowlers can be
classed according to average.
Leagues can have two, three
or more on a team, and there
is always room for one more
on some team, and they all get
to play and get to know how
they do as team members and
individuals.

Boys learn early that girls
can bowl well and aren’t just
mere girls but valuable team-
mates and opponents. Boys and
girls get to know each other
better in various competitive as
well as social situations.

Parents almost dread going
to a sporting contest when
their children are border line
players, good enough to play,
but not good enough to always
play. Parents of organized

young league bowlers know
their youngsters will be in ac-
tion, no matter how well they
shoot, and that the kids will
be in a classified situation that
is either competitive or will be
by a handicap procedure that
makes for some semblance

of equality based on current
ability.

Bowling is fortunate that it
is a sport that can handle dif-
ferences in age, size or ability
in one of the fairest ways of
any sport. But bowling should
be shouting from the rooftops
to youngsters and parents and
adults and educators that this
is the rarest of sports, the sport
everyone gets to play for real.

Those kids who can start
bowling at two or three years
of age with bumper bowling
can still be bowling decades,
and even a century later,
and the same fact is evident
— everyone gets to play.
