Texas had three players
(Mike Scroggins, Chris Barnes
and Wes Malott) in the step-
ladder finale of the Lumber
Liquidators Tour. That was
terrific for fans in this area.

Mike was top-seeded and
could have won Player of the
Year with a victory. But he lost
to Pete Weber and the Player of
the Year honors went to Walter
Ray who seems to be gaining
in popularity with every year
he hangs in there.

It was tournament vic-
tory No. 35 for Weber. It was
Vintage Weber. No screwups or
blow-ups.

If you looked closely, you
could see Weber’s tears He
was the perfect gentleman. But
people | talked to didn’t want
to talk about Pete or Mike or
Walter Lee or anybody else.

Barnes started it when he
remarked about Brad getting a
big break with a Brooklyn hit.

TV analyst Randy Peder-
sen said such run-ins among
players are fairly normal. But
I have watched many, many
TV shows and have never seen
anybody get as upset as Anglo.

Scroggins had a great year.
He is getting up in years (46)
and seems to be getting better
and better.

It looks like he is faring as
well against the players on the
big tour about as well as he has
the regional players for so long.

Scroggins now has eight
PBA titles, including two
Majors. His titles include a pair
of majors, a U.s. Open and a
Masters.

Scroggins appears to be
headed toward the Hall of
Fame.

He is one of the biggest
winners ever in the Southwest
Regional events, and has dis-
covered the secret to winning
on tour now.

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Senior Tour begins
30th season in Dayton

SEATTLE, WA — The Pro-
fessional Bowlers Association
Senior Tour kicks off its 30th
season April 17-20 in Dayton,
OH, when more than 100 of the
world’s top senior professional
bowlers compete in the PBA
Senior Dayton Classic at Capri
Lanes.

Returning to Dayton will be
defending champion Ron Mohr
of Eagle River, AL, who used
last year’s Dayton event as a
springboard in earning his first
Senior Player of the Year honor.
Mohr defeated PBA Hall of
Famer and Senior Tour “rookie”
Brian Voss of Alpharetta, GA,
211-206, in the championship
match.

It was Mohr’s second title
of the season after winning
the opening event the previous
week in Jackson, MI. Later in
the season he won his third
title at the Senior Dick Weber
Open in Lansing, MI.

“I'm really looking forward
to Dayton because not only
did | win there last year but
I bowled my first Senior Tour
event there in 2008 and did
quite well. That was a real
confidence booster for me,” the
54-year-old Mohr said. It seems
like it has been forever since
last season, so I’m anxious to
get back out there and prove
last year wasn’t a fluke.”

Mohr, who enters his third
season on the Senior Tour, was
recently voted Alaska Bowler
of the Year for 2009 and has

been nominated for the Alaska
Sports Hall of Fame which will
conduct its selection process
later this year.

Among other notable players
scheduled to compete in
Dayton are PBA Hall of Famers
Johnny Petraglia, two-time
Senior U.S. Open champion
Wayne Webb, four-time Senior
Player of the Year Tom Baker
and Ohio native Roy Buckley.

Also competing will be
former Senior Players of the
Year Dale Eagle and Bob
Chamberlain, 2009 PBA Senior
World Champion Harry Sullins
and local favorite Bob Kelly of
Dayton, the 2006 Senior Rookie
of the Year.

Special features scheduled
for Dayton will include an
appearance by Hall of Famer
Carmen Salvino, who along
with Petraglia will team up for
a trick shot exhibition and Q &
A session at 3:30 p.m. on April
17.

The two bowling legends
will then compete in an
exhibition match with Dayton
professional women stars
Shannon Pluhowsky and Linda
Kelly.

For the third consecutive
year, Capri Lanes will offer a
$50,000 bonus if a 300 game
is bowled in the championship
match.

Competition begins with
eight-game qualifying blocks
on April 18-19 at 9 a.m. and
3 p.m. The field will then be

There was no shot clock
involved since it was a taped
show. This slowed the process
down and prohibited any type
of flow or momentum.

The crowd was anxious to
see some action and drama and
this taping fell short. | only
hope it plays out better on TV
with the final product.

I realize that it’s different
when you are taping, but it
shouldn’t take five hours for
six bowlers to bowl 10 frames
each. The fans grew impatient
and it showed as the stands
slowly emptied throughout the
evening.

When you want the fans to
come out and support the sport
of bowling, then having them
sit around for hours, isn’t the
way to do it.

The USBC handled their part
of the show fine. They were
friendly and helpful. The PBA
let us down.

Fortunately, by Thursday
night for the ladies, they did
much better. But they probably
lost some fans after the first
night of taping.

Note: After watching the TV
broadcast on Sunday, the show
was fine, but it doesn’'t make up
for a five hour taping.

a major, that I could be in
contention at the end.”

During the 2009-10 season
Williams won two titles — the
season-opening Motor City
Open and the United States
Bowling Congress Masters for
his eighth major — to improve
his all-time career titles record
to 47.

He had five championship
round appearances and his
titles in 2009-10 extended
his record run of consecutive
seasons with at least one title
to 17.

As it turned out Scroggins
almost achieved the biggest
upset of his career, advancing
to the ESPN final as the top
qualifier which put him into a
tie with Williams and O’Neill
in Player of the Year points.
Because Williams barely
missed the TV final, winning
the Marathon Open would have
given Scroggins his first Player
of the Year title. But Scroggins,
who played a decisive role in
last season’s Player of the Year
race with his win in the U.S.
Open, suffered the same fate
himself this time when Weber
denied him the honor handing
the Player of the Year crown to
Williams.

The tie between the three
players was broken by virtue
of Williams having earned
his eighth Harry Smith Point
Leader Award, also a record. In
the overall competition points
race for the season, Williams
held a comfortable lead over
O’Neill and Scroggins.

“It was a season where a lot
of guys had very good years
but no one really dominated,
which probably played in my
favor,” Williams added. “I
just had a little better year. |
would have liked to have won
it by making the finals (of the
Marathon Open), but there
were five other guys who had a
better tournament than me.”

Williams, who began his
full-time Tour career in 1983
and has competed in 723 Tour
events, earned his Player of
the Year crowns over a 24-year
span. His previous Player of the
Year honors came in the 1986,
’93, 96, '97, ’98 and 2002-03
seasons.

Even with all he has
accomplished, Williams lists
a Tournament of Champions
victory and a 300 game on
television as two goals he
would still like to accomplish.
Next season’s Tournament
of Champions will feature a
record $1 million prize fund
and $250,000 first prize.

“As long as I’'m still com-
petitive and feel good I'll keep
going,” Williams said. “I'm
really looking forward to next
year’s Tournament of Champi-
ons — that will be so big.”

Williams’ plans for the near
future include competing in
his 25th Japan Cup April 22-25
(he is the only player who has
competed in every Japan Cup
in its modern configuration)
and making his Senior Tour
debut sometime this season.

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A report from the USBC
Open Championships

As the 2010 calendar turns
to the months of March and
into April, we think of warmer
weather, March Madness,
Spring Training and the start
of another summer of baseball,
the playoff push in the NBA
and NHL and for many bowlers
a return trip to Reno and the
USBC Open Championships.

The search for a title and an
Eagle is underway.

Over the first two days of
April, our two teams, The
Bowling Shop 1 & 2, took to
the lanes. Although we all have
hopes for a title, our immediate
goal on the trip is to make
money in brackets.

The two teams all “corp”
our money together for the
bracket action. Our group of
10, including Chris Johnson,
Todd Zenner, Greg Derrick,
Phil Kepner, Amanda Beck, Jay
Ashbaugh, Jason Toth, Gary
Robinson, Aric Alcaraz, and
myself, have all experienced
success in this sport at various
levels and venues, but to this
point, an Open Championships
title has eluded us all.

Although we hope for the
immediate bracket success, we
all have the goal of a title in
mind.

Going into the tournament
we had read and heard various
reports from bowlers who had
already competed about how
the lanes are playing and how
to break them down.

A week prior to our com-
peting, Turbo 2-N-1 Grips of
Wisconsin took a familiar spot
atop the team leader board
with a 3298 total, all after a
rough 957 start.

They reported how their
group of 10 had a specific plan
of attack for the team event,
starting out near the gutter
and remaining patient until the
lanes opened up. It obviously
proved successful as the night
wore on.

We had a similar plan in
mind, although we would have
to see for ourselves how they
played once we were on the
lanes.

The Bowling Shop 2 would
be the first team to compete,
as we bowl on different squads
to try and have more bracket
success. It soon became evident
that the team event this year
would be more of a struggle
than a year ago in Las Vegas.

The lanes appeared to be a
bit more sensitive to the lines
of attack, and it was not quite
as easy to play anywhere on
the lane early and wait for
them to breakdown.

Add some tough carry on
top of that, and things can
really be a challenge.

Team 2 would go on to
shoot a 2829 total, a little
disappointing, but still would
turn out to be a profit in the
brackets as the scores across
the building were fairly low.

The Bowling Shop 1 would
not bowl until the 2:30 p.m.
squad the next day, so there
were some singles and doubles
sets for much of our group in
the morning prior to that.

As usual, singles and
doubles was a bit of an adven-
ture. If you catch a great pair
after some good bowlers have
broken them down, the op-
portunity can be there to shoot
a good score.

Unfortunately, things do
not always work out that way.
Sometimes you will catch fresh,
unused pairs like in team
event, so with fewer bowlers
you must break the lanes down
yourself. Such was the case
with part of our group, and it
was a bit of a struggle as the
lanes were very sensitive like
in the team event.

Four more from our group
bowled at 11:40 a.m. in the
singles and doubles event and
fared a bit better bowling lanes
that had already seen some
action.

Chris Johnson and Jay Ash-
baugh would put up a 1382 for
doubles, currently good enough
for 11th place, and on the same
pair of lanes, Greg Derrick
and Phil Kepner shot a 1296,
currently in 62nd place.

The singles pair for them
proved to be a little tougher,
but still showed how the lanes
opened up with some play,
although carry still was a bit of
an issue.

After doing plenty of spec-
tating and observing for myself
how the lanes are playing, it
was finally my opportunity to
take the lanes at the National
Bowling Stadium for team
event, followed immediately by
doubles and singles.

It was a bit of a crazy
schedule, but one we took on
for better chance at brackets.

I had a plan of attack for
team event and through prac-
tice, felt very good about it, but
a couple bad breaks, combined
with a couple of 2-10 splits
quickly led to a rough 168
start. After a spare filled 179
followed, | made a ball change
to a Jigsaw Corner, made a big
jump to the left, and began to
string some strikes for a 241,
helping my team climb back
to a 3006 finish, which is 45th
place as of now.

Singles and doubles for me
played similar to team event,
with a little bit more early
hook and carry down.

| got out to a good start in
doubles with games of 212 and
227, but had a rough finish
with a split filled 144.

Hello second place in every
bracket. | then made a ball
change to a pin down Black
Widow Pearl, which gave me
the push from the pearl, but
the early revving with the
pin down, and proved to be a
good move because | would
then bowl 30 clean frames on

the way to a 716 singles set,
currently in 30th place and an
1887 all-events, currently in
245th place.

A very satisfying total after
a rough opening two games.

All in all, another enjoyable
trip to nationals, although
Reno is not my favorite city
to visit, it was cold and a few
snowflakes were present and
it’s sure no Vegas.

The tournament itself still
remains among the most presti-
gious in the world. The shot is
demanding, yet playable with
the right approach. It definitely
seemed like many different
types of balls were being used
with success, it proved to be
much more important to be
in the right part of the lane to
score, and give a that elusive
Eagle a run.
