HONG KONG — For the 
first time in nearly a quarter 
century, Team USA claimed 
the five-player team gold 
medal Saturday at the 2011 
World Tenpin Bowling As-
sociation World Women’s 
Championships. 

Team USA’s Kelly Kulick, 
Carolyn Dorin-Ballard, 
Shannon O’Keefe, Shannon 
Pluhowsky and Liz Johnson 
came out on top in the gold-
medal match by defeating 
Singapore, 1,210-1,140, in the 
one-game match broadcast live 

on BOWL.com from Hong Kong 
Bowling City.

Johnson led the effort by 
starting with nine consecutive 
strikes and shooting a 279 
game. She was followed by 
Pluhowsky (256), Kulick 
(244), O’Keefe (226) and 
Dorin-Ballard (205). Stefanie 
Nation did not compete in the 
championship match, but was 
a part of the semifinal win for 
the Americans, who last won 
the team event in 1987 and 
took the silver medal in 2005, 
2007 and 2009.

The Singaporeans were led 
by Jazreel Tan’s 269 game and 
she was joined by Shayna Ng 
(240), Cherie Tan (224), New 
Hui Fen (214) and Daphne Tan 
(193).

“We have all worked so 
hard for this and this win is for 
every person who has been a 
part of the Team USA program 
over the past 24 years,” John-
son said. “We have had success 
all week with us winning the 
doubles and trios but this is the 
one we came for and we did it.”

Team USA trailed early 
in the championship match 
as Singapore got off to a hot 
start, but the Americans slowly 
chipped away at the lead. The 
match turned in the seventh 
frame when the United States 
began a string of 15 consecu-
tive strikes as a team.

“All week we have struggled 
with our carry, so we just de-
cided to be patient and thank-
fully the pin carry turned in 
our favor,” Dorin-Ballard said. 
“We were able to start putting 
pressure on them and that 
changed the whole momentum

of the match. It was huge.”
In the semifinals, the 

fourth-seeded Americans took 
down top seed Germany, 1,080-
970, while No. 2 seed Singapore 
defeated Colombia, 1,225-1,103.

The all-events competition 
also wrapped up Saturday as 
Denmark’s Mai Ginge Jensen 
took the gold medal with a 24-
game total of 5,744, an average 
of 239.33. Canada’s Caroline 
Lagrange earned the silver 
with 5,687, while Pluhowsky 
took bronze with 5,607. 

The top 16 players in the all-
events standings advanced to 
Sunday’s match play Masters. 
Three Americans made the 
field - Pluhowsky, Johnson and 
Kulick. Dorin-Ballard missed 
the cut by one pin, while 
O’Keefe missed by 10 pins.

gotten bowling off to a rolling 
start, with a 5-member, 3-game 
league style tournament 
format, which appropriately 
incorporates the start of the 
football season into it. The 
tournament gets the competi-
tive juices flowing inside bowl-
ers, and just further builds the 
anticipation of the start of new 
seasons in multiple sports.

As much as you hear 
bowlers moaning and groaning 
as the season goes on about 
dreading league night, or acting 
like they don’t want to be there, 
which we all know is just an 
act most of the time anyway, 
there is always that excitement 
with every bowler about the 
start of the new season. It’s 
about getting back on the lanes 
after the summer break, seeing 
teammates again and just 
getting a fresh start. It’s about 
seeing what new equipment has 
hit the market, and trying it out 
for the first time. 

Already this season I have 
seen numerous bowlers who 
have not been part of a league 
in years, some who haven’t 
even picked up a bowling ball 
during that period getting 
back out on the lanes and into 
league play. Once bowling is 
in a bowler’s blood, bowling 
will always be there, no matter 
how long they have been away. 
The itch to compete eventu-
ally becomes too much and 
they return. Perhaps even one 
day soon, our publisher Tony 
Franklin will be back full time 
competing in league. 

Sure, season’s can be quite 
long sometimes when talking 
about 35 and 36 weeks, much 
like the baseball season at 162 
games, but there is always the 
great excitement at the begin-
ning, because it all starts fresh 
again, and then again at the end 
when it all comes down to it, 
like the baseball season begins 
to every year at this time. 

I, for one took what I would 
call a break for much of the 
summer, competing here and 
there, but not anything like in 
the fall, and my anticipation as 
the fall leagues start couldn’t 
be any higher, because the itch 
to get out there and compete 
week to week is quite strong.

It’s 
just always more fun when you 
are bowling and winning with 
your friends than by yourself.” 

In the semifinals, Johnson 
and Pluhowsky took down 
their teammates Carolyn 
Dorin-Ballard of Keller, Texas, 
and Kelly Kulick of Union, 
N.J., 455-419, while Singapore 
defeated Denmark’s Kamilla 
Kjeldsen and Mai Ginge Jensen, 

454-391. The semifinals losers 
shared the bronze medal.

“It’s always humbling and 
it makes you so proud to hear 
your national anthem play in a 
tournament like this,” Johnson 
said. “Today it wasn’t about 
Shannon and Liz winning the 
gold medal; it was about Team 
USA winning the gold medal.

Open.

 Two weeks ago in the 
“Wright in the Heart of Texas” 
column in the Southwest Edi-
tion of The Bowling News Don 
Wright wrote that he wished 
some Regional or Exempt play-
ers would provide some detail 
into the PBA, and some insight 
into the goings on inside of 
tournaments. Well I happen to 
be a regional player and have 
the forum to “educate” so I will 
do my best. 

I thought the best insight 
would be to go through a typi-
cal regional weekend for me 
and try and give you as many 
details as I can along the way. 

First of all, I typically travel 
and room with my good friend 
and reigning Southwest Region 
Player of the Year Chris Hib-
bitts II. 

Getting out of town on 
Friday’s is the first hurdle for 
a regional player. Chris works 
in finance for a large bank, but 
works overtime and through 
lunches to take off early on 
Fridays or take the day off 
altogether. I work for a large 
hospital chain here in the DFW 
area supporting physicians 
with Information Technology 
type things. So for me, I end up 
taking PTO days on Fridays if I 
want to get to the tournament 
for practice session, so many 
times I don’t leave to go out of 
town until Friday night after 
work. 

For the Killeen tournament 
my daughter Haley was with 
me and wanted to bowl the 
pro-am, so I took the day off 
and she, I, Chris, and my dad 
drove down to Killeen hoping 
to make the practice session. 

My dad was there in 2007 
when I won so I was glad he 
was going as he seems to bring 
me good luck! I had a tough 
time getting packed and loaded 
up so I caused us to be late 
and we missed the first hour 
of practice session. I know the 
lanes at this particular house 
pretty well, so it should have 
made selecting balls easy 
because you know they are 
going to hook a lot since they 
are old wood lanes. 

However, mixing in the 
Chameleon pattern which I had 
not bowled on in a while meant 
I was taking 11 balls. Chris was 
also going to be taking 11 balls 
even though he told me on the 
phone he was bringing 8. 

That is a crucial 3 ball 
difference when packing the 

car for the trip, so it made it 
a pretty tight squeeze with 4 
people and 24 bowling balls 
including Haley’s.

My main goal in practice 
session is to find 3 or 4 balls 
that roll really good on the pat-
tern and then experiment with 
the other stuff and try and 
eliminate as many as possible. 

After about 30 or 40 minutes 
of practice I was able to see 
what I needed to see. Chris 
and I then briefly discussed 
what we saw and the best way 
to play the lanes and we were 
satisfied we were ready for the 
start of the tournament. 

You can’t overstate the 
importance of having another 
set of eyes; it is a huge benefit 
in reading the lanes. One time 
bowling on the Shark pattern 
I couldn’t hit the head pin and 
was getting frustrated. Chris 
then saw what I was doing 
and gave me a great tip and I 
ended up finishing 4th in the 
tournament. 

Most of the time he helps 
me more than I help him 
because I’m not very good at 
seeing the little things that 
someone is doing and he is 
much more observant than I 
am. I’m what you would call, 
a feel bowler. I will throw out 
all the rules and go by how I 
feel throwing it. If that means 
changing hand positions, foot 
speed, or just about anything 
else to get the ball to do what I 
want it to do then I will do it. 
The problem with this philoso-
phy is that I’m not as consistent 
as some of the other bowlers, 
and many times I can’t tell 
whether it was something I 
did or if the lane is changing. 
Consistency equals success; it’s 
as simple as that, especially in 
a one-game match. 

This SW PBA Regional tour 
is also now featuring some 
coaching during the practice 
session. During the last four re-
gionals, the PBA has provided 
the players with some one-on-
one instruction from the great 
Lonnie Waliczek, during the 
last hour of practice. I would 
have loved to work some with 
Lonnie, but I figured since we 
were staying at the same place 
I would pick his brain later. Of 
course that night we ended up 
talking politics and finances all 
night so the bowling topics will 
have to wait.

Typically exempt players, 
champions and top players 
who are at the practice session 
are normally chosen for the 
pro-am. Since my Haley wanted 
to bowl I volunteered for the 
Friday night pro-am. 

After the pro-am my we 
headed to Sandi Charles’ 
home where we stayed for the 
weekend. Typically Chris and I 
would have Priceline’d a room 

and stayed together, but since 
his family was coming down 
we split up for the weekend. 

This probably made Chris 
very happy because he didn’t 
have to wake up and see me in 
my skivvies, and I wouldn’t be 
there to make him late. 

Chris likes to be early and 
not stress about being late, but 
I like to walk into roll-call as 
my name is being called. I hate 
waiting! 

Saturday went very well 
and I knew I’d made the cut so 
Haley and I went to lunch with 
Mike Scroggins and Robert 
Lawrence. After lunch I told 
Haley we could do whatever 
she wanted and she wanted to 
shop. Since this was tax-free 
weekend we kept the shopping 
to a minimum and ended up 
resting at the Charles’ casa for 
a while. We then went back at 
the end of B squad to root on 
Sandy and then followed her to 
another center for a sweeper. 
Haley just got her first reactive 
ball so she was fired up and 
wanted to practice, so I worked 
with her for a while and then 
hung out with Sandi, Brad 
Dewald, and Jimmy Thompson. 
After that it was dinner and 
bed for the early morning 
semi-finals. 

Check back next week, for

This week the women of 
Team USA have been in Hong 
Kong competing in the Wom-
en’s World Championships. 
This event is the closest thing 
we have to the Olympics for 
bowling. The teams compete 
for medals in singles, doubles, 
trios, and team event. After 24 
games they also award individ-
ual medals for all-events, and 
the top 16 in all-events get to 
compete in single-elimination 
match play for the masters’ 
medals. 

I’ve been watching a lot of 
the live streaming of the events 
in Hong Kong and I have to say 
that the USBC does a great job 
with it. They probably have 
thousands of dollars worth of 
equipment to use and make 
everything run smoothly. 
When we were live streaming 
in Longview, we were using an 
iPhone and an iPad for the two 
cameras and a set of earphones 
for the headset. No wonder we 
were having some technical 
difficulties. We were able to 
show most of the action and 
kept everyone updated in the 
chat screen, but it would have 
been a lot more fun to watch 
if we could have been able to 
get more commentary from Del 

Ballard in there. The eventual 
winners of the event were Alan 
Chetister and Derek Eoff, who 
went undefeated in the tourna-
ment. The scores were not very 
high for this event and Derek 
made them look easy. 

Now, let’s get back to the 
WWC. Team USA fielded one 
of the strongest and most 
experienced teams I’ve ever 
seen, competing with Carolyn 
Dorin-Ballard, Stefanie Nation, 
Shannon Pluhowsky, Shannon 
O’Keefe, Kelly Kulick, and Liz 
Johnson. Some of the other 
countries are lucky to have one 
or two bowlers with the kind 
of credentials all six of these 
ladies have. It is amazing to me 
that the USA’s women’s team 
has not won the gold medal 
for team event in 24 years. 
After finishing second in the 
last three consecutive World 
Championships, you know 
Team USA was really looking 
for the gold this year and they 
did it! I won’t get into all of 
the details because I know 
the USBC will have all of the 
results for us next week, but it 
was great to watch them come 
together for the win. 

Team USA also won gold 
medals in the other group 

events this week. We had both 
of our trio teams make the 
semi finals with CDB, Johnson, 
and Kulick winning the bronze 
and Nation, O’Keefe, and 
Pluhowsky winning the gold. 
Two of our three doubles teams 
also advanced to the semis, but 
unfortunately they had to bowl 
each other the first game. Top 
seed CDB and Kulick earned 
the bronze medal when they 
were defeated by Pluhowsky 
and Johnson who went on to 
win the gold. 

As I’m writing this, Team 
USA is leading the medal 
count with the masters still 
left to bowl. We have three 
team members in the finals 
Pluhowsky, Johnson, and Ku-
lick seeded in places 3,4, and 
5 respectively, so at least they 
will not bowl each other in 
the first round. CDB narrowly 
missed the masters’ finals just 
coming up one pin short of the 
top 16, and O’Keefe was also 
only 10 pins away. It would be 
great to have all of them in the 
top 16, but we still have a good 
chance to medal again with 
the three who did advance. My 
pick would be Liz Johnson to 
win the gold because she’s in 
the 4th position and all of the 
previous gold medals this week 
have come from the 4th seed 
to win. 

One thing I will say about 
this week is that the scoring 
pace was very high. I realize 
that these are the best women 
bowlers in the world, and 
strikes are fun to watch, but 
if the conditions are too easy, 
bowling just looses more 

credibility. Everyone wonders 
why we can’t get bowling 
into the Olympics and then 
when we have an event like 
this they make the conditions 
so playable that everyone is 
striking. Shannon O’Keefe was 
the highest of the Americans 
in 8th place for singles and 
averaged 240. It took a 247 
average for six games to make 
the semi-finals in the singles 
event. Scores like those don’t 
say “World Championships” 
to me, but instead just luck 
of carry in a strikefest on 
the house shot. No offense to 
these ladies, because they are 
all exceptional bowlers, but I 
would much rather see them 

competing where 220 is a good 
game and not a bad one like it 
was this week. 

Overall, I enjoyed watching 
and rooting for Team USA to 
carry this week. It was also 
great to see some of the young 
talent from the other countries 
bowling. Many of these girls 
are bowling collegiately in 
the US and are a lot of fun to 
watch. It’s too bad that there 
isn’t a professional women’s 
tour or something more for 
them to strive for after college, 
they are pretty impressive. 

As for tournaments coming 
up in the area, there is a Swiss 
Trio tournament at Northrock
